Leptospirosis has low case fatality
rate. However, it increases with advancing
age and may reach 20% or more in patients
with jaundice and kidney damage (Weil’s i
disease) who have not been treated with eyl
renal dialysis. Incubation period of the .
disease is 7-10 days.
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Trend in the Philippines
A total of 162 suspect leptospirosis cases were reported nationwide from January 1 to April 9, 2016.
This is 26.0% lower compared to the same time period last year (219).

(13.0%), REGION X (11.1%) and REGION 11 (9.9%).

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Profile of Cases
Ages of cases ranged from less than 1 mos to 75 years old (median = 34.0 years). Majority (89.5%) of

cases were male. Most (34.6%) of the cases belonged to the age group of 40 to 64 years old (Fig. 4).
