Trend in the Philippines  
 A total of 510 suspect leptospirosis cases were reported nationwide from January 1 to August 27, 
2016.  This is 27.8% lower compared to the same time period last year (706).

Geographic Distribution  
      Most of the cases were from the following regions:  NCR (21.6%), REGION VI (13.9%), REGION III 
(13.5%), , REGION I (11.6%) and REGION X (7.5%). 

 
 

Profile of Cases  
Ages of cases ranged from less than 1 to 75 years old (median = 31.0 years). Majority (86.3%) of 

cases were male. Most (32.2%) of the cases belonged to the age group of 25 to 39 years old (Fig. 4).
