Case Definition
e (Clinically Confirmed Neonatal Tetanus
- Any neonate ( < 28 days of life) that sucks and cries normally during the first 2 days of life, and
becomes ill between 3 to 28 days of age and develops both an inability to suck and diffuse muscle
rigidity (stiffness) and spasms (jerking of the muscles), which may include trismus, clenched fists or
feet, continuously pursed lips, and/or curved back (opisthotonus);

OR

— A neonate between 3 to 28 days of life, diagnosed as a case of tetanus by a physician
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How can a newborn get it?
— Unhygienic cutting of umbilical cord
— Improper handling of cord stump

How can tetanus be prevented?

—  Women of child-bearing age must be immunized by tetanus toxoid
— Clean delivery and cord clumping/cutting must be practiced

— Infants must be immunized with 3 doses of DPT

How can tetanus be treated?
— antibiotics & antitoxin drugs,
— as well as sedatives for muscle spasms
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
