DIPHTHERIA CASES

A total of 87 diphtheria cases were reported nationwide from January 1 to July 22, 2017. This is 20.83%
higher than last year (72 cases). Among the reported cases of diphtheria, 31 (35.63%) cases were confirmed
and 56 (64.37%) were probable. Figure 1 presents the trend of diphtheria cases by case classification and
morbidity week.

Most of the reported cases were from the following regions: NCR with 36 cases (41.38%), Region IX with
14 cases (16.09%) and Region IV-A with 11 cases (12.64%) as presented in Figure 2.

Fifty two (60%) out of the 87 reported diphtheria were male (Figure 3). Majority of the reported diphtheria
cases belonged to 1 to 4 year old age group (29, 33.33%). Immunization status of most (31, 35.63%) of the
cases received complete dose of DPT while 29 (33.33%) were not known. Twenty (22.99%) cases did not receive
any dose of DPT and 7 (8.05%) cases received incomplete dose of DPT as shown in Figure 4. In Table 2, there
were 20 deaths reported (CFR=22.99%). Of these, 6 (30.00%) were confirmed and 14 (70.00%) were probable.

Eighteen (58%) out of the 31 confirmed diphtheria were male (Figure 5). Majority of the confirmed
diphtheria cases belonged to 1 to 4 and 10 to 14 years old age group (9 each, 29.03% respectively). Eleven
(35.48%) cases received complete dose of DPT while 9 (29.03%) cases did not receive any dose of DPT,
followed by confirmed cases who have unknown immunization status (6, 19.35%). Five (16.13%) cases received
incomplete DPT dose as shown in Figure 6.

- A person with an illness of the upper respiratory tract characterized by laryngitis or pharyngitis or tonsillitis,
and adherent membranes on tonsils, pharynx and/or nose.

e Confirmed Case:
- A probable case that is laboratory confirmed or linked epidemiologically to a laboratory-confirmed case.

Note: Persons with positive Corynebacterium diphtheriae cultures who do not meet theclinical description (i.e.
asymptomatic carriers) should not be reported as probable or confirmed diphtheria cases.
