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PROFILE OF CASES

There are 93 males and 75 females and most (32.14%) of them belonged to the 1 to 4 year old age group.
Immunization status of 56 (33.33%) of the reported cases is vaccinated with complete dose of DPT/pentavalent while 52

(30.95%) were unknown.

As shown in Figure 3.1, 35 (37.63%) out of 93 reported male diphtheria cases belonged to the 1 to 4 year old age
group and 30 {32.26%) of them have complete dose of DPT/pentavalent. Whereas in Figure 3.2, majority (25, 33.33%) of
the reported female diphtheria cases belonged to the 5 to 9 year old age group and 26 (34.67%) of them received

complete dose of DPT/pentavalent.
