HIV/AIDS EPIDEMIC TRENDS IN THE PHILIPPINES (January 1984 - May 2017)

The first AIDS case in the Philippines was reported in 1984.
From January 1984 to May 2017, there has been 44,010 HIV Ab
sero-positive cases reported to the HARP (Table 1). Ninety
percent (39,829) of the total reported cases were asymptomatic
at the time of reporting. Ninety-three percent (40,973) were
male and 3,026 (7%) were female”. The median age” was 28
years old (age range: 1 year-82 years) More than half (22,593
or 51%) were from the 25-34 year age group while 12,065
(27%) were youth aged 15-24 years (Figure 5).

Eighty-one percent (35,646) of all the 44,010 diagnosed cases
in the Philippines were reported from January 2012 to May 2017
(Table 1). Most (91%) of these cases were still asymptomatic at
the time of reporting.

From 1991 to present, males comprised 93% (40,890 out of
44,010) of the total number of HIV/AIDS cases in the
Philippines in that time period.

The age group with the biggest proportion of cases has
become younger: between 2001 to 2005, it was 35-49 years;
starting from 2006, the age proportion shifted to 25-34 years
(Figure 5). The proportion of HIV positive cases in the 15-
24 year age group increased from 25% in 2006-2010 to
29% in 2011-2017.

Meanwhile, the absolute number of cases among females
has also been increasing. Cases of HIV transmission from
mother to child are more likely to increase if female patients
are not linked to HIV care. Ninety-two percent (2,796) of all
female cases were diagnosed when they were between
15-49 years of age.

In different regions, predominant modes of transmission vary distinctively. Almost half (46%) of the MSM ever reported were
from NCR; almost all of the IDU were from Region 7; and 38% of females who engaged in transactional sex were from Region 3.

Youth (15-24 years old)

In May 2017, 325 (30%) cases were among youth aged 15-24 years and 95% of the cases were male. All (325) were infected
through sexual contact (36 male-female sex, 192 male-male sex, 97 sex with both males & females).

From January 1984 to May 2017, 12,065 (27%) of the reported cases were 15-24 years old. Eighty-four percent (10,148) of all
the youth were reported from January 2012 to May 2017. From 1984 to 2002, more than half of the cases among the youth were
females (179 or 71%). However, in 2003, there was an equal number of males and females reported. Since then, the trend
shifted to male predominance. Ninety-six percent (11,331) were infected through sexual contact (1,215 male-female sex, 6,482
male-male sex, 3,634 sex with both males & females); 437 were infected through needle sharing among IDU, and 1 were infected
through mother-to-child transmission.

Overseas Filipino Workers (OFW)

Eighty-four OFWs were reported in May 2017, comprising 8% of the total newly diagnosed cases. Ninety-five percent (80) were
male. All were infected through sexual contact (24 male-female sex, 30 male-male sex, and 30 sex with both males and females)
[Figure 10]. The ages of male OFWs ranged from 19-55 years (median: 32 years) and 49% of those belonged to the 25-34 year
age group. Among the female OFWs, the ages were 31-48 years (median: 35 years). And among the female OFWs diagnosed in
May 2017, half (50%) belong from 25-34 age group and another half (50%) belonged from 35-49 age group.

From January 1984 to May 2017, out of the 44,010 cases, 4,961 (11%) were HIV-positive OFWs (Figure 9). Of these, 4,225
(85%) were male. More than half (58%) were MSM (1,614 male-male sex and 1,283 sex with both males & females). The ages
of male OFWs ranged from 16 years-80 years (median: 32 years). Among female OFWSs, ages ranged from 20 years-73 years
(median: 34 years old).

DEATHS AMONG PEOPLE WITH HIV

In May 2017, there were 15 reported deaths. All were male (Table 5). Six (40%) of the reported death belong to the 15-24 year
age group, 7 (46%) cases were from 25-34 year age group, and 1 (7%) cases belong for age groups 35-49 and 50. All were
infected through sexual contact (8 male-male sex, 7 sex with both males & females) [Figure 12].

A total of 2,156 deaths were reported from January 1984 to May 2017. Eighty-nine percent (1,911) were male. Of the reported
deaths, almost half (1,048 or 49%) belong to 25-34 year age group, 608 (28%) were in 35-49 year age group, while 319 (15%)
were youth aged 15-24, 161 (7%) were aged 50 years and above, 17 (<1%) were aged less than 15 years old?. Sexual contact
(92%) was the common mode of HIV transmission (509 male- female sex, 993 male-male sex, 565 both males and females).
There were 43 reported deaths among those who were infected through sharlng of needles, 16 deaths among those who were
infected through mother-to-child transmission, and 9 among those who were infected through blood transfusion (Figure 12)°.
