MEASLES-RUBELLA CASES

A total of 901 suspect measles-rubella
cases were reported nationwide from January 1
to April 15, 2017. Of these, 647 (72%) were
tested. Among the suspect cases, 11 cases
(1.22%) were classified as laboratory confirmed
measles while 174 cases (19.31%) were
classified as laboratory  confirmed or
epidemiologically-linked  confirmed rubella.
Currently, there were no reported deaths
among the confirmed measles-rubella cases.
Figure 1 shows the trend of measles-rubella
cases by morbidity week.

Figure 2 shows the distribution of cases
among regions. Region IVA has the highest
number of confirmed measles-rubella cases (51,
27.57%) followed by Region VIII (39, 21.08%)
and NCR (24, 12.97%).

Profile of Cases: MEASLES

Six (55%) out of the 11 measles were
female (Figure 3). Majority of the confirmed
measles cases belonged to the under 1 year old
age group (81.82%). Most (45.45%) of the cases
were vaccinated but with unknown number of
doses as shown in Figure 4. Basis of the
vaccination status is the number of measles-
containing vaccine received.

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Of the confirmed rubella cases, 89 cases or 51% were female (Figure 5). Majority of the confirmed rubella cases
belonged to the 15-19 years old age group (29.89%), followed by the 20-24 years old age group (24.14%). Most (52.87%) of the
cases were not vaccinated as shown in Figure 6. Basis of the vaccination status is the number of measles-containing vaccine
received.

Measles and Rubella Clusters :

No new measles clusters identified for morbidity week 15. Two new rubella clusters were identified as follows:
