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Thirty six (51%) out of the 71 reported pertussis were male (Figure 3). Majority of the reported pertussis
cases belonged to 0 to 3 months old age group (59.1 %). Almost half (49%) of the cases did not receive any
DPT dose while 15 (21%) cases have incomplete dose of DPT same with cases who have unknown
immunization status as shown in Figure 4. In Table 2, there were 2 deaths reported classified as suspected case
of pertussis.
