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Fifty five (51%) out of the 108 reported pertussis were male (Figure 3). Majority of the reported pertussis
cases belonged to 0 to 3 months old age group (64, 59.26%). Half (54, 50%) of the cases did not receive any
DPT dose. Twenty five (23.15%) cases have unknown immunization status and 21 (19.44%) cases have
incomplete dose of DPT as shown in Figure 4. In Table 2, there were 5 deaths (CFR=4.63%). Of these, 1 was
laboratory confirmed pertussis case and 4 were suspected pertussis cases.

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Twelve (55%) out of the 22 confirmed pertussis were male (Figure 5). Majority of the confirmed pertussis
cases belonged to 0 to 3 months old age group (15, 68.18%). Thirteen (59.09%) cases did not receive any dose
of DPT while 6 (27.27%) cases have unknown immunization status and 3 (13.64%) cases received incomplete
DPT dose as shown in Figure 6.
