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Standard Case Definition of Pertussis

e Clinical Case:
o A person with a cough lasting at least 2 weeks with at least one of the following:
- paroxysms (i.e. fits) of coughing
- inspiratory “whooping”
- post-tussive vomiting (i.e. vomiting immediately after coughing)
- without other apparent cause

Case classification

e Clinically-confirmed case:
- A case that meets the clinical case definition but is not laboratory confirmed.

» Probable case:
- Meets the clinical case definition, is not laboratory confirmed, and is not epidemiologically linked to a
laboratory.confirmed case.

» Laboratory-confirmed case:
- A case of acute cough iliness of any duration with a positive culture for B. pertussis; OR
- A case that meets the clinical case definition and is confirmed by PCR; OR
- A case that meets the clinical definition and is epidemiologically linked directly to a case confirmed by either
culture or PCR.
