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PROFILE OF CASES

There are 103 (50.24%) females and 102 (49.76%) males. Most (56.59%) of them belonged to the 0 to 3 months
old age group. Ninety six (46.83%) cases were not administered with any dose of DPT/pentavalent vaccine.

As shown in Figure 3.1, 65 (63.73%) out of 102 reported male pertussis cases belonged to the 0 to 3 months old
age group and 47 (46.08%) did not received any dose of DPT/Pentavalent. Whereas in Figure 3.2, majority of the reported
female pertussis cases, 51 (49.51%) of them belonged to the 0 to 3 months old age group and 49 (47.57%) of them did not
received any dose of DPT/Pentavalent.
