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TRENDS IN THE PHILIPPINES

A total of 285 pertussis cases were reported
nationwide from January 1 - December 2, 2017. This is
4.04% lower than the same period last year {297 cases).
Figure 1 shows the distribution of the reported pertussis
cases in the country by morbidity week.

GEOGRAPHIC DISTRIBUTION

The number of pertussis cases varies by region.
Figure 2 shows the distribution of reported pertussis cases
by region in comparison to the same time period last vear.

Table 1 indicates the reported pertussis cases by
region in the Philippines. Eighty (28.07%) cases were
confirmed out of 285 cases. Among the reported cases, 12
cases have died with a CFR of 4.21%. Majority of the
reported pertussis cases came from NCR (81, 28.42%),
Regions IVA (65, 22.81%), Il and XI (34 each, 11.93%
respectively).

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PROFILE OF CASES

There are 144 (50.53%) females and 141 (49.47%) males and most (58.60%) of them belonged to the 0 to 3
months old age group. One hundred forty three (50.18%) cases are not vaccinated with any dose of DPT/pentavalent
vaccine.

As shown in Figure 3.1, 89 (63.12%) out of 141 reported male pertussis cases belonged to the 0 to 3 months old
age group and 68 (48.23%) did not received any dose of DPT/Pentavalent. Whereas in Figure 3.2, majority of the reported
female pertussis cases, 78 (54.17%) of them belonged to the 0 to 3 months old age group and 75 (52.08%) of them did not
received any dose of DPT/Pentavalent.
