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GeographicDistribution

Figures 3 and 4 shows that majority of the cases were from the following regions: Region IVA
(21.64%), NCR (18.83%), Regionlll (17.18%), Region| (6.71%) and Region VII (5.89%) . The provinces with the
highest number of cases were from Metro Manila (18.83%), Cavite (9.03%), Pampanga (6.17%), Pangasinan
(5.37%), and Cebu (4.51%).

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Profile of Cases

Ages of cases ranged from less than 1 month to 99 years old (median = 13 years). Majority of cases
were male (53.3%). 24.2% of the cases belonged to the 10-14 years age group.
