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Trend in the Philippines

A total of 15,599 dengue cases were reported nationwide from January 1 to February 24, 2018
(Figures 1&2). This is 32.56% lower compared to the same time period lastyear (23,131).

Geographic Distribution

Figures 3 and 4 shows that majority of the cases were from the following regions: Region IVA
(21.62%), NCR (17.45%), Region Il (16.04%), Region| (6.44%) and Region VIl (6.06%) . The provinces with
the highest number of cases were from Metro Manila (17.45%), Cavite (8.69%), Pampanga (5.81%),
Pangasinan (5.13%), and Cebu (4.62%).

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Profile of Cases

Ages of cases ranged from less than 1 month to 99 yearsold (median=13 years). Most of the cases
were male (53.51%). 24.12% of the cases belonged to the 10-14 years age group.

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There were 74 deaths (CFR = 0.47%) reported from January 1-February 24, 2018. This is lower
compared to the same period last year, 140 deaths (CFR=0.61%) (Table 1). The age group that has the
highest CFRis the 0-4 years old (0.89%) age group (Figure 6).
