Featured ESR reports for this quarter

Filariasis Cases in Brgy. Gasi, Kiamba, Sarangam

- ESR-EB reported the event last May 23, 2018 ;

- On May 29, 2018, FETP fellows with ESR Officer
conducted an epidemiologic investigation

- A total of 474 individuals were included in the special
community survey.

- 60 (13%) were positive on Nocturnal Blood Examination
(NBE) or Filiariasis Test Strip (FTS)

- Of the 60 positive for NBE, 41 (68%) were interviewed

- Majority (26 or 63%) were males

- Age range: 12 - 68 years old (Median: 34 years)

- 7 Puroks have reported cases; Purok Macao has the highest attack rate of 3.5 per 100 population

Foodborne Cases In Clark Pampanga

- ESR-EB reported the event last June 4, 2018, _ -

- A total of 245 suspect foodborne illines cases were
reported, there were no deaths

- Age range: 19 - 57 years old (Median: 24 years old)

- Majority (128 or 52%) of cases were 20 to 24 years old

- Majority (49 or 78%) of cases were females

- 140 rectal swabs were collected

-5 (4%) tested positive for S. aureaus, 4 (3%) A. cavive, 1(0.7%) A. hydrophila, and 1 (0.7) A. veronii biovar sobria

Dengue Outbreak in Basco, Batanes

- ESR-EB reported the event last June 4, 2018

-0OnJune 18 - 22, 2018, FETP fellows conducted an
epidemiologic investigation

- A total of 198 cases were identified

- Age range: 4 months - 52 years old (Median: 7 years old)

- Majority {121 or 61%) of cases were 1 to 10 years old

- Majority (103 or 52%) of cases were males

- 53 (27%) were positive for Dengue virus by NS1-Ag

- Barangay Kayvaluganan (3 cases per 100 population) had the s - :
highest attack rate followed by Kaychanarianan and Kayhuvokan (2 cases per 100 population)

Increased Leptospirosis cases admitted at the National Kidney and Transplant Institute
- ESR-EB reported the event last June 27, 2018
- OnJune 22- 28, 2018, FETP fellows with ESR officer
conducted an epidemiologic investigation
- A total of 132 cases were reported
- Age range: 9 - 72 years old (Median: 31 years old)
- 113 (86%) of cases were from National
Capital Region (NCR) followed by
Region IV-A (9 or 7%), and Region Ill (2 or 2%) .
- Out of 73 cases tested for Leptospira spp. RT-PCR, 9 (12%) were posﬁwe for Pathogenic Leptospira
- Out of 86 cases tested for Microscopic Agglutination Test (MAT) of Pathogenic Leptospira spp., 16 (19%) cases
were positive for L. Biflexa serovar Patoc, 2 (2%) cases were postive for Multiple serovar infection,and 2 (2%)
cases were not tested due to insufficient serum, and others with pending results
