Ever cognizant of the major role that Health Statistics must
necessarily play in Public Health, the Disease Intelligence" Center
of the Department of Health, in line with its function, tnkes
pleasure in releasing this report - Philippines Health Statistics,
for the year 1964.

Through the established mechanisms of collection, data and
infonnation, quantitative; as well as qual.at.atdve , on the vital e­
vents of birth and death, on disease, and on other various condi­
tions and factors related to health, are being routinely gathered
from all over the country, through the field health personnel. The
data thus collected, have been summarized, sorted, analyzed and
interpreted. Such meaningful information extracted is presented
in tables and where appropriate, also in graphs, and published in
a series of publications of the Disease Intelligence Center,that
are disseminated to the health administrators at various levels.

This report represents the final statistical data collected
on Births and Deaths, as well as on the Notifiable Diseases, as
they" occurred during the year 1964. It has to be emphasized, how­
ever, that the adequacy and accuracy of the data collected depend
so much on the degree of implementation of the basic statutes go­
verning the registration of vital events, and the reporting of No­
tifiable Diseases. Such other data and information, on health
conditions and services, as well as information that is essen~

tially epidemiologic in nature, are not included in this report,
and are released separately whenever indicated.

The coverage and presentation of this report are essentially
similar to the 1963 report. Statistical tables, graphs and diag­
rams presented are based on health reports of registered birthS,
deaths and foetal deaths and reported cases of notifiable diseases
for the calendar year 1964. Some rate tables, graphs and diagrams
present data since 1920; some give figures for the past 5 years,
while most tables and graphs show data for 1964 only. Population
figures are also incorporated in this report for computation of
statistical indices and constants.

This report is organized as follows:

2. Natality Statistics: Text by subject and related
tables, graphs and diagrams

3. Notifiable Diseases: Text by subject and related
tables; trends of cases and deaths

4. Mortality statistics: Total, infant, maternal
and foetal: text by subject and related tables,
graphs and diagrams.

It is hoped that this annual report on Philippines Health sta­
tistics may provide those concerned with the prevention and control
of disease and the prcmotion, protection, and maintenance of the
health of the nation, the necessary statistical basis for the plan­
ning, implementation and evaluation of health programs and services.

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A. SOURCES OF DATA

1. Live Birth, Death and Foetal Death statistics - All tabulations
on live births, deaths frem aJ~ causes, deaths tlIlrler 1 year, ma­
ternal deaths and foetal deaths are based on data gathered by all
field personnel fran Local Civil P.egistries in every city, munici­
pality and munici~l district throughout the CO\IDtry Where births
and deaths and ocher vital events are regietered as provided for
in the Civil Registry Law of the Philippines (Act 3753). Data on
live births are contained in consolidated Lealth reports (Natality
Report - DIC Fcrrn No, 4) received from all Provincial and City Of­
ficers every month, while data on deaths from all causes and foe­
tal deat.hs are contained in Death Record Cards (DIC Fonn No.3) in
,,>hich infonnation from each Certificates of Death and Foetal Death
are copied. The-se cards are received from all City and Municipal
Health Officers every month, The statistical infonnation in these
reports are edited, classified, punched in IBM cards, canp:Ued,
analyzed and interpreted in the ~lsease Intelligence Center.

2. Notifiab.l" Diseases - Data on notifiable diseases are based .In
infonnation gathered'by field health personnel. The Law on Re­
porting of Ccmmunt.cabj.e Diseases (Act 3573) provides that any case
of ccemumcaoj,e disease shall be reported immediately to the neae­
est Rural tlealth Unit (health station). Data on these reported
cases 1':hich are contained in consolidated health reports (DIC Form
No.2),' received frnm all Provincial' and City Health Officers eve­
ry week, are then edited, classified, punched in IBM cards, can­
pt'_ed, analyzed and evaluated in the DiseasE' Intelligence Genter.

3, ~~~t,! Cert:4'ic.~ - Standard Certificates of Birth, Death
and Foet.al Death are issue1 by the Bureau of the Census and sta­
tistics, and serve as legal documents for the registration of live
births, deaths and foetal deaths throughout the CO\IDtry. They have
been revised fran tjme to tjme ill close collaboration with othsr
government agencies concerned wit.h vital statistics. The most re­
cent revisinn was in 1956, when ·tll", Certificates were made to con­
fonn with those reconunended by the World Health Assembly for in­
ternational use, These documents are filed with the Local Civ1J.
Registrar, from 'Which records vital statistical rej»rts of field
health p";.'sonnel are based.
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4. Population Statistics - The official population est:imates sdnee
1920, as computed by the Bureau of th., census and Statistics, us­
:1ng the geometric method, are presented in this report. The bases
for the yearly population figures are the censuses of 1918, 19.39,
1948 and 1960. The 1961; population for the Philippines and each
region, province and city were est:imated from the latest census
(1960) which indicated an annual rate of increase of .3.06%.

B. CLASSIFICATION OF DATA

Classification of health statistics and population statistics
must be me de in accordance with similarly defined system; tabula.­
tions must be done in comparable groups in order to make use cf
the principal value of" both data. Thus, variables cammon to both,
i.e., geographic agea~ age and sex have been similarly classi­
fied and tabulated in this report.

1. Geographic Classification - Live births; deaths fran all
causes; infant, maternal and foetal deaths; and data on notifiable
diseases have been classified by place of occurrence - region,
province and city - the first being a geographical division crea­
ted as a result of the reorganization of the Department of Health
and the other two being political divisions of the country. There
are eight (8) regions; fifty-six (56) provinces and forty-one
(hI) cities. There is no classification of the place of occur- •
renee as to whether it is rural or urban because of tho lack of
standard criteria,

2. Ag.e - There is no valid information with regard to the accuracy
of age of a reported case. Regarding registered deaths, the age
of the decedent is fully determined by the date of birth. However,
some of the vital records are filled with the age not record­
ed or the data of birth not indicated. Thus, misstatement of age
on vital records .may be assumed but to a negligible degree. The
age classification used in this report is consistent with those
recommended for international use by the World Health Organization.

.3. Diseases and Causes of Deaths - Morbidity and IIlOrtality statis­
tics published by the Department of Health are Classified and ta­
bulated in accordance with the seventh Revision of the Interna"
tJ.onal Classification of Diseases, Injuries and causes of Death.
In this report, the .3-digit classii'ication was used for morbidity
as well as for total mortality statistics, ~m:ue the 2-digit clas­
sification was used for foetal deaths,

A considerable number of. Certificates of Death fUed in L0­
cal Civil Registr-ies throughout the country gives more th/ln one
disease or dondition as the certified cause of death in the medi­
cal certification item of the vital records. Standard statistical
practice requires that a case involving more than one oause of
death must be assigned a single cause. The selection procedure jn
determining the one cause as the underlying cause of dea1th as pro­
vided in the Rules for Classification of the UnderJ.¥ing cause of
Death adopted by the Wo!'ld Health Assembly was used.

4. SE:E - Classification by sex is made in relation to other fao­
tors such as age, nationa1.i.ty, date and place of occurrence. Thus,
some tabulations presented in this report may be considered as
fOUI'-fold tables with sex as on" of the attributes of classificar­
tion,

C. ANALYSIS AND I.NTERPRETATION OF DATA

Health statistics are very useful for a variety of adm'n'e_
trative and research purposes. Hovrever-, they can not correctlJ be
interp::-eted unless pertinent qualifying factors, aside fran the
method of classification, are taken into consideration.

Some of the factors limiting the use of the statistical data
emanate from discrepancies in the original records or from the:l»­
practicability of tabulating these data in very detailed items.
While these defects do exist, nevertheless, the value of these da­
ta for most general purposes is ir.dispensable. The exact evalua­
tion of health statistics or the analysis of small differences ne­
cessitates careful study of a variety of related elements. HIM­
ever, the major trends and differences may not usualay be altered
materially by finer analysis,

1, Small Frequencies - The number of births or de~ths reported for
an area or community, or the number of ailments, represents ccm­
plete counts of such events. Such being the case, they are not
subject to sampling errors although they are subject to errors in
the registration process or repci-tdng system. When data are used
for analytical purposes, as for example, the· comparison of retes
over a time period or for different areas, the number of events
that !!ct.ually occurred may be considered as one of a large series
of possible results that coul.d have risen under the same oircums­
tances, In acco~dm,ce .eith cer~ain statistical assumptiane,the
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probable range of values Inay be estimated fran the actual figures.

2. Completeness of Registration - In the Philippines, although the
law provides for a canpulsory registration of births, deaths and
foetal deaths (Aci. 375.3) and the reporting of notifiable diseases
(Act 3573), there are deficiencies in the observance of the law
due to a variety of factors.

Test for completeness of birth and death' registration were
made in 1956 in the province of Nueva Ecija, in Health Regien
No.3. For the whole province, the tests indicated an indeI'--re­
gistration of births by 30% and deaths of 10%. A more recent and
more extensive survey (1961-1962)' on the' completeness of death
registration in Health Regions 1, 2, 3 and 4, and in one province
each in Regions 5 and 6, revealed that of the randanly selecten
names' of per-sons buried in cemeteries in more recent years (1959..;
1962), 27.3% do not appear in the Dc.ath registers ef the Local Ci­
vil Registrars. In View of the limited scepe of these tw stuti,es
the percentage of undeI'-registration cannot be made to apply on a
nationWide basis. Corrections for undez--registration may <tn1y be
made after the latter survey has been canpleted for the whole at'­

chipelago. For the present, it is safe to state that there is am­
ple evidence that incomplete registration is still a problem in
many areas in the country.

F"Stal d<:lath registration is probab~ signifi.ant~ incrm­
plete in aU areas in the country. Again, there is no available
infonnation on the incompletenese of registration.

Completeness of reporting ef notifiable diseases ~s
greatly by disease and by area. In general, reporting is appa­
rently inccmplete although there is no e:cact infonnatien regard-'
ing this subject.

3. 'Population Bases - In order to insure statistical comparabili­
ty, the vital and health statistical indices presented in this re­
port for the Philippines and each regi'lIl, province and city were
computed on the basis "1' the efficial population estimates of the
Oeneue Bureau. These PC'pulal:.ion estilnates were computed on the ba­
sis of the lallest census taken ef the country on February 15,1960.

4. Allocation of Vital Events - All data :in this report were tabu­
lated'according to place of occurrence and not by place of resi­
donee, Phllip?l1ne laws provide that all vital events and cases ef
notifiable diseases must be registered and reported, respectively,
by place of occurrence. This m~ not give an accarate 1nd.icat~on

of the relative health and fertility conditions, However, since
inteI'-provincial travel for long periods ef time is prl1ctica1J¥
nll in the country, allocation by occurrence and residen.e may not
show substantial difference.

I
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Birth statistics presented and discussed in this report are
bused on data gathered by field health personnel from the birth
,registers to all Local Civil Registrars in every city, municipali­
ty and municipal district throughout the Philippines.

In 1964, there were 880,871 registered live births with the
highest number of births(85,204) occurring in January and the low­
est number (67,891) in June which represented 9.7% and 7.7%
respectively, of the total. The average monthly number of births
was 73,406. The 1964 figure represents an increase of 3.4% over
the births in the previous year (851,459). It is observed that the
crude birth rate of 28.2 in 1964 is slightly higher by 1.8% than
that of 1963 (27.7) ~nd that of 1920 by 16.1%. The average birth
rate for the past 10 years (1955-1964) was 29.1 per 1000 popula­
tion. While the population has increased by 199.4% since 1920,tho
ir.~roveuent in birth registration during this period was not con­
sistent with the tremendous population increase.

The figure of 880,871 represents the total number of live
births registered in 1964 and does not represent the actual total
number of babies born alive in that year; and since there is no
measure of the extent of under-registration of births which is va­
lid for the whole country, no correction was made for under-regis­
tration of births.

Trepd of the Crnde Hj dh Rate - The number of live births regis­
tered and the corresponding crude birth rates for the past 45
years (since 1920) are presented in this report (Table 4). During
this period, the crude birth rate showed a general declining trend
and the ehanges w~re rather slow and irregular during the later
years. From 1920 to 1929, the rate remained almost stable at 33
per 1000 population, except for 1921-1923 when it increased to 34
and 35. Incidentally, the 1923 rate (35.2) is the all time high­
est up to the present. The rate was again ali~ost stable at 32 per
1,000 population from' 1930 to 1940 with slight variations curing
1934, 1935 and 1937 when the rates Were 31.1, 31.3 and 33.3 res­
pectively. hfter World War II (1946), the crude rate started as
28.9 and increased to 31.5 in 1948. It decreased to 30.9 in 1949,
only to increase again to 31.6 in 1950. A vniform rate of 30
births per 1,000 population was recorded from 1951 to 1956 except
in 1953 when it slightly decrease.l to 29.7. In 1957 and 1958 the
rates declined to 29.6 and 29.4 respectively, but in 1959 it in­
creased to 30.0. In 1961 the rate dropped to an all time lowest ­
27.3 for the past 45 years. In 1962 it increased to 28.0 although
this figure is still wi thin the declining pattern of the crude
birth rate. It went down again to 27.7 in 1963. However,in 1964
it ~ncreasod slightly to 28.2.

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Birt.hs hy Sex - (>f the total 880,871 live births registered in
1964, 459,953 were males and 420,918 females representing 52.2%
aM. 47.8% of the total, respectively. The proportion of male to
female births for this ~ear (1964) is almost the same as that of
the previous year (1963).

Births by Nationality - Birth Btatistics in this report are caa3­
sified 'oy nationality as Filipino, O1inese, American 'and others.
In 1)64, 876,172 or 99.47% are Filipinos, 2,974 or (.34% ~inese:
349 representing 0.04% are Americans and 1,376 (0.15%) belong to
other nationalities. The greatest number of non-Filipino bibths
was registered in Region 3 while Region 2 reported the least. 'Ma­
nila registe~'ed '_t1.e . LlghQ;lt ~=ber 'of f'oreigh... "hirths 2,993
(3.46%) out of 86,557 births which is due to the fact that the
centers of commerce and trade are located in this city; moreover,
it is the port of entry for foreigners.

Attendnnce of Births - Of the 880,871 births registered for 1964
470,361 (53.4%) harl the benefits of medical attendance (Table 8).
This figure shows an increase of 6.4% over that of the previous
year. It is observed that almost one half of all the delive1'­
ies (46.(,%) wer-e not medically attended. Of those medically at­
tended, 35.7% were delivered by physicians; 15.4% by nurses and
~8.9% by miaN1ves. Health Region 3 had the highest percenta~e

(72.5%) of births medically attended while Region 4 had the lowest
percentage - 32.4%.

Births by Place of Delivery - As shown in Table 9, there were
728,957 births delivered in the home . and 151,914 delivered in
hospitals. These figures represent 82.8% and 17.2% of the total,
respectively. Of the different health regions, Region 3 reported
the greatest number of hospital deliver:i..,s. This is due to the
fact that most_of the hospitals are situated in the region. Evan
in cities, majority of deliveries are in the homes. Trece Martires
had the highest percentage of hospital deliveries(91.6%) among'the
cities, and among the provinces, Rizal reported the highest pe~

centage - 16.1%.

Birth Rates by M:mth - The monthly birth rates for 1964 showed a
major peak in January, minor peaks in February and December, and
lowest points in March and June as shown in Table 11 and Figure
10. The rate started as a major peak in January (32.1); it went
down in February (29.7) and formed a trough in March (26.4), April
(27.6), May (26.8), and June (26.4) with slight lump in April. It
ro se again in July, August, September, and October. (28.8); then it
slightly declined in November (27.4) to rise again in December
\29.4) forming one of the minor peaks , .

Crude'rates by month from 1955 to 1964 showed a fairly re­
gular pattern of seasonal movements during the year. A major and
minor peak either in January, October or December of each year and

troughs at the end of the first qua.rter - "arch and ~.pril, are ob­
served. The C'7Ves show that in the earlier pattern, the lowest
rat", was observed around the middle of the year; while in the la­
ter years the annual low was in March and April. In 1962, 1963 and
1964, the lowest rate was in June. The monthly troughs were al­
most of the same depth and width throughout the years.

Crude Birth ~tes by Location - Table 5 shoWS that among the pro­
vinces, Cagayan had the highest birth rate (38.3 )per 1,000 popula­
tion) while Lanao de Sur had the lowest rate - 8.7. Among the ci­
ties, Trece Martires registered the highest rate (74.7), while Ba-
silan had the lowest (4.8) rate.

or the health regions, Region 2 had the highest birth rate
(:37.6 births per 1,000 population) while Region 5 had the lowest
rate of 17.0.

Throughout the country (provinces and cities) Trece. Marll­
res registered tr;e highest crude birth rate (74.7>.

Variations in the crude birth rate in different places all
over the country depend largely on the extent of the completeness
of birth registration and do not necessarily depict the fertility
of the people in those areas.

General Fertility Rate - Fertility of a country may be measured by
the rate representing the total number of live births per 1,000
female population of the ages 15-44 years. Table 6 shows the fe:r-:.
tllity rates for the Philippines and each region by month in 1964.

The fertility rates in 1955 and 1964 were 126.8 and 139~4
respectively. It can be observed that the rate increased by 12.6
or 9.?% over the past 10 years:

Legitimacy of Births - Table 9 shows the number and 11legitJ.ma,y
ratio of illegitimate births for the Philippines and each region,
province, and city. In 1964, 22,676 babies were born out of wed­
lock in the whole country. This figure is 5.7% more than that of
1963 (21,456).

A useful statistic in connection with the formulation and
implement3.tion of programs regarding children bom out of wedlook
is the illegitimacy ratio which is t l.e number of illegitimate live
births per 1,000 total live birthB'. In 1964 the illegitimacy ra­
tio is 25.7, 1;\111e in 1963 it was 25.2. The 1964 figure represents

an increase of 0.5 or 1,9% over that of the previous year.

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NOTIFIABLE DISEASES STATISTICS

All notifiable diseases in the Philippines are ~ommunicable

except Beriberi and /Ma+ignant Neoplasms. The diseases that must
be reported according to Act 3573 (Law on Reporting of Conununica...
ble Diseases) are: Cholera, Plague, Relapsing fever, SmallPOX.
Typhus (Epidemic). Yellow" Fever, Anthrax. Gastro-enteritis, Diph-

. theria, Amoebic Dysentery, other Forms of Dysentery, Food Poison­
ing, Poliomyelitis, Typhvid and Para-Typhoid Fevers. Acute Toxic
Febrile Condition with Hemorrhage, Acute Infectious Encephalitis,
Beriberi. Pneumonias, Bronchitis. Chancroid. Filariasis, Gonococ­
cal Infections, Infectious Hepatitis. Influenza, Leprosy, LymphO'­
granulema Venereum, Malari!:!, Measles. Meningococcal Infection,
Mumps. Malignant Neoplasms, Ophthalmia Neonatorum and Rabies. The
first six diseases are quarantinable. while the next eight diEr­
eases are highly communicable.

Trends of Notifiable Diseases - The incidence and mortality
of notifiable diseases for the past 10 years are shown in Table
18. Figure 15 shows the case and death rates of the most preva­
lent notifiable (communicable) diseases during the last decade. It
is observed that deaths from notifiable diseases showed continued
declining trend; on the other hand, the" incidence from certain di­
seases such as Respiratory Tuberculosis.Gastre-enteritis. Bronchi­
tis. Diphtheria, Whooping Cough, Tetanus. Leprosy. and VariesJ..la:
sho..red a generally increasing trend during the early part of the
ten-year period up to 1958. It is believed that the increase in
the number of cases is a reflection of better "diagnosis and noti­
fication rather than an actual rise in incidence, since the deaths
from these diseases throughout the la-year period was on a dec­
clining trend. Since 1959, however, the incidence from these dis­
eases began to decline, The decreasing trend of Dysentery and Ty­
phod.d and Para--typhoid fevers was apparently due to the :lmprov~

ment in environmental sanitation and intensified immunization pro­
grams. Malaria has gradually decreased because of intensified
eampaagn against this malady, Measles and Influenza present ix­
regular trends as a result of frequent outbreaks at almost yearly
intervals. Malignant Neoplasms; on the contrary. has consistently
increased in incidence and mortality.

The :lmproving picture of notifiable diseases in the Philip­
pines is due to a host of factors, Among these maybe mentioned en­
vironment"al sanitation, <modern therapeutics. and advances in immu­
nology. Of tm se three, dmprovemerrt "in environmental sanitation
made its earliest contribution; later. modern therapeutical mea­
sures including antibiotics contributed much in l:lmiting the
spread of diseases; and lately, the application of recent imcuno­
logical procedures not only reduced the incidence of some cClIllllUlli-
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cable diseases but practicalJy e1.:im:inated a number of them. Modern
methods of control and the growing emphasis on health education,
which make the people aware of the hazards of diseases, also p1a;v
major roles.

Figure 26 presents the trend of the death rate of camnuni­
cable diseases as a group in comparison with that of M?lignant
Neoplasms and Diseases of the Heart fran 1920 to 1964. It is shown
that while the mortality rate" of communicable diseases presents a
continuous decreasing pattern, that of Diseases of the Heart and
Malignant Growths show distinctive increasing trend.

Leading Gauses of Morbidit~ - Table 13 shows the ten . (10)
leading causes of morbidity in 19 4 and for the past 5 years. Of
these diseases, 4 are broncho-pulmonary (Bronchitis, Respiratory
Tuberculosis, Pneumonias and Whoo,ing Cough); 2 are gastro-intes­
tina1 (Gastr<Hlnteritis including Colitis and Dysenteries); 2 are
vira1(Ini'luenza and Measles); 1 is nutritional (Beriberi) and 1 il$
parasitic (Malaria).

Bronchitis is the leading cause of morbidity not onJ;y- in
1964 but also for the last 12 years (1952-19'3), except in 1957
when an influenza epidemic ravaged the country.

The leading causes of morbidity in the health regions a:1.:..
most approximate those for the whole country in ranks and rates.
For instance, Bronchitis was the leading cause of morbidity in Re­
gions 3, 5, 6, 7, and $; while Gastro-enteritis which caused the
second highest number of morbid cases throughout the country was
the leading cause of ailments in Regions 1 and 4. Malaria caused
the highest number of cases in Region 2 and it was the s:ixth lead­
ing cause of morbidity in the whole country.

Seasonal Variations - The seasonal variations and expeoted
limits of weekly incidence of selected notifiable diseases are"
shown in Table 17. Gastro-enteritis (including Colitis), Measles,
Influenza, Diphtheria, Varicella and Bronchitis show definite var­
iations of seasonal incidence.

The expected limits of the weekly number of cases were COIIr­

puted as follows: From the munber of cases reported each sanitary
calendar week for the past 5 years, 1959-1963, three central fi­
gures were selected by eliminating the highest and lowest figures
reported for each week. The average of the middlemost figure (me­
dian) and the highest of the three central figures was taken as
the upper quartile limit. The resultant figures were used as the
ma.xiJnum limit for the expected weekly munber of cases. The lower
quartile limit is the arithmetic mean of the middlemost figure and
the lowest of the three central figures.



Sex - Table 15 shows the age and sex classification of the
reported cases of notifiable diseases. It is noted that there is
no significant sex difference among the cases. While in some age
groups .the number of cases for either sex may be slig~t4r higher
than the other, yet sex does not seem to play an important role in
the incidence of these diseases.

Age - The age distribution of the notifiable diseases is
shown in Table 15. Each disease has its particular distribution 1IB
to age. Some of them are mostly confined in the younger age groups.
such as Diphtheria, Whooping Cough, Meningocoocal Infection. Tet<r
nus, Yaws, Poliomyelitis, Acute Infections Encephalitis, M:laslel$,
VariceD.a, Mumps, Influenza, the Pneumomas , Bronchitis, Gastro­
enteritis and H-Fever; a few of them, such as Respiratory Tubercu­
losis, Leprosy and MaliJnant Neoplasms are confined to the older
age groups 0 The rest of the notifiable diseases are almost evenlb"
distributed among the different age groups.

Geographical Distribution - The notifiable diseases are al­
most evenly distributed' throughout the country with a few excep­
tions. Schistosomiasis, for instance, is high4r endemic in Region
6; Filariasis is prevalent in Region 4; and Malaria affects most­
ly the hinterlands and newly opened areas of settlement.

Table 14 shows the leading causes of morbidity
health region. It is observed that praotica1.l;y the same
problems are preserrt in all the eight regions.

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MORTALITY STATISTICS

Mortality statistics. presented and discussed in this report
are based on information gathered by the field health personnel
from the records of the Local Civil Registrars all over the coun­
try. These data were canptied fran the statistical reports sub­
mitted monthly to the Disease Intelligence Center by all City and
Municipal Health Officers.

A. GENERAL MORrALn' y.

A total of 214,904 deaths was reported for the year 1964.
This figure represents a crude death ra1;e of 6.9 per. 1,000 popula,­
tion which is 1.1,% less than that of the previous year (1963).

Gausell of Death. 1954 and 1964.- The ten leading causes of' death
in 1964 are shown in Table 24 and Figure 22. Collectively, these
causes had a toll of'J28,214 deaths representing 59.7% of aU.
deaths. Of this group, 4 are camnunicable, all vf which' occupy
the top 4 positions; 3 are degenerative, 1 is nutritional, and 1
is neoplastic. Accidents also fall within the group ('f ten lead­
ing causes. The first three leading causes are Pneumonias with In

rate of 103.1 per 100,000 population representing 1;>.0% of the tv­
tal deaths; Respiratory Tuberculosis with a rate of 76.5 or 11.:1%
of the total mortality, and Gastro-enteritis with a rate of 51.4
or 7.5% of the deaths from all causes. Bronchitis and Beriberi
ranked fourth and fifth with rates of 3$.1 and 32.0 respectively.
Diseases of the Heart (2$.6) and Diseases oJf the Vasoular System
(24.6) occupied the sixth and seventh positions respectively. The
last three in the group were Accidents (22,4), Malignan":. Ne.:>p1aslDB
(21.3), and Nephritis and Nephrosis with a rote of 12.2.

The leading causes of death in 1954 are ehown in Table 33
and Figure 27. During that year, Pneumoniae were tha leading
cause with a rate of 115,5 per 100,000 population, and Respirato­
ry Tuberculosis (102.0) ranked second. Beriberi was third in rank
with a :-ate of 101.2; Bronchitis ranked fourth ($3.4); Gastrv-en­
teritis was fifth in line with a rate of 60.1. The sixth and se-.
venth positions were occupied by MaJ.aria (22.7) and Dilleas68 of
the !leart (21.5) rellpectively. The last three positions were 00­

cupied by Influenza (1$.2); Ma:'.ignant Neoplasms (1l.J.) and Tetanus
whose rate wan 9.4 per J.OO,OOO population.

It is clearly observed that during the pP,st decade, 1954 to
1964, deaths from cormnunicable diseases, particularly those among
the leadinl:; causes of death, showed marked decline. On the other
hand, those of tho chronic degenerative diseaoes have increased
noticeably. Respiratory Tuberculosis doath rate registered' a de­
crease of 25.5 or 25. 0% l·!h:i..~C' Poc;"tlO:lla.:J decr·,ased by 12.4 or

10.7%. The death rate of Beriberi declined fran 101.2 to ,32.0 re­
:presenting a decrease of 68.4%. Bronehitis and Gastro-enteritis
tinclucling Colitis) rates lowered by 54.3% and l4.5% respective~.
Diseases of the Heart and Mllignant Neoplaema showed an increase
of 33.0% and 91.9% respecti~. Ac..idents and Nephritis (inclu­
ding Nephrosis), Which were not among the ten (10) leading causes
of death in 1954 ranked eight and tenth respeotively in 1964. The
latter disease appeared in the group for the third time.

General Mortality Trend - Table 4 and Figure 4 - show the trend of
the crude death rate for the country from 1920 to 1964. A marked
decline in this rate from 19.2 per.l,Ooo population in 1920 to 6.9
in 1964, is observed, This represents a decrease of 12.3 or 64.~
over a period of 44 years. A slow and irregular decline in rate
started in 1920 and continued until the outbreak of the last World
War. Lata on health statistics were not available dur:l.ng the war
years. Postwar rates continued to decrease until 1964 when an
all time low death rate of 6.9 was attained, The crude death rate
in the country for the p:lst 4 decades is characterlzed by a gene­
ral downward trend with slight troughs in 1937 to 1940 and 1949 to
1952.

Crude Death Rate by Location - Of the eight health regions :In the.
country, Region 2 registered the highest crude death rate of 8.6
per 1,000 population, while Region 7 had the lowest (3.8). The
highest city rate was recorded for' Trece Martires (35.5) and the
lowest was that of Maraw.1 (1.2). The provinoe of Cebu :In
health Region 6 topped all the provinoes with the high rate -0£
10.3 while Lanao del Sur had the lowest (0.8). A total of 26 pro­
-vinces (46.4%) had rates higher than the national figure while 30
provinoes)(53.6%) had lower rates. There were 29 cities (70.7%)
with death rates equal to or higher than the national rate (6.9)
and only l3 (29.3%) had lower rates.

Crude Death Rate Ely Month - The monthly number of deaths and the
corresponding death rates for the country are shown in Table 22.
The death rate for the month of January (7.7) went down to 6.7 and
6.3 in February and March respective~. In Apr:\.l, May and June a
trough was produced; A high rate of 7.3 remained consistent :In
August and September. The decline which was registered :In Septem­
ber continued for several months' until the lowest was recorded:ln
November and December (6.7 per 1,000 population).

Mortality by Age - Table 19 shows the deaths from all causes by
age, sex and percent age distribution. The highest percentage of
deaths' was recorded for those under 1 year (54,174) or :15.2% of all
deaths, while deaths among the 15 - 19 years old represented the
lowest percentage (2.0%),

As shown :In Table 20, the age specific death :JIlte tor 1n­
fants is high - 40.8 JPBr 1,000 population. Ai'ter infancy, the



death rate decreased corrtdnuoualy as age :Increased, until the mi­
nimum level of 1.1 is reached :In the age group 10 - 14 years. Af­
ter this age, the rate Lncreaaee again for each succesIl1t'e_age
group tmtil a peak is reached iiJ. the age group 70 and over, which
has a specific death rate of 713.6 per 1,000 popUlation.

" "

Mortality by sex - In 1964, there were ll7,597 male deatha and
97,307 female deaths. These figures represent 54. 7% and 45.3%"of
all deaths respective4r. The mortality rates for "males was 7.4
per 1,000 population, while that for females was 6.3. The rates
for both sexes are llight4r lower than that of last year (1963).
The sex ratio of deaths is the same for all ages except for the
age group f30 years and over, wherein the number of female deaths
slight4r exceeds that of the male deaths. As :l.ri th~ previous year.
the sex ratio is 1 male death to 0.83 female death.

" B. INFANT MORTALITY

. There were 54,174 deaths tmder 1 year registered in 1964­
This figure represents 25.2% of an" deaths. The infant mortality
rate is 61.5 pex: 1,000 live births, which is lower than that of
the previous year by 7.7%. The infant mortality rate has re~ded

to an all time low for the count.ry :In 1963.

Infant Mortality by Cause... The ten leading causes of death tmder
1 year are shown in Table 44. " These diseases causes 47,509 infant
deaths representing 137.7% of the total :Infant mortality and 22.:1$
of the total deaths. Pneumonias as in the previous year, caused
the most number of deat.hs (12,376~ representing a rate of 14.0 per
1,000 live births and 22.8% of all :Infant deaths. ID-def:lned Di­
seases Peculiar to EarlY Infancy "( 7.4) which was second leading
cause last year retained its second position· causing 6,4137 deaths
(12.0%). Beriberi, which. ranked third last year retained its
third place with a rate of 7.0. Bronchitis (6.3) ranked fourth in
the group, whUe Gastro-Enterltis (5.2) ranked fifth and caused
4,5tR deaths. Immaturity (4.4) ranked sixth while Post-natal" As­
plw,x:1a and Atelectasis (4.0) was seventh :In the line. Tetanus, Nu­
tritional Maladjustment and Congenital Malformation reta:lned their
eighth, niu',·h, and tenth positioJlB with rates of 2,7, 1• .5 and .1• .5
per 1,000 live births respectivelY. "

Trend of Infant Mortality - Table 4 shows the number and rate of
infant deaths from 1926 to 1964. The infant mortality l'Ilte in
1926, which was 156.7 per 1,000 live births dropped to 61..5 in

"1964. This represents a marked deerease of 95.2 per 1,000 live
births or 60.8%. There were but slight yearlY deoreased in this
rate hom 1926 to 1.939. The prewar lowest rate recorded was in
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1936 (134.0). No data were available during the war years (1941. ­
1945). A.fter the war, the infant death rate curve showed a ' regu­
lar and marked decl.1n:ing trend reaching its all time law in 1964
(61.5). '

Infant Mortality by Location - Infant mortality rates for' ·the
different health regions, provinces and cities all over the coun­
try aI"3 shown in Table' 5. Region 5 had the ~hest infant morta­
lity rate - 80.0 per 1,000 live births while Region 1 had the lo­
west (55.1). Of the 56 provinces, Capiz registered the highest
rate (1l6.6'); Albay recorded the lowest rate (41..8). Of the ci­
ties, Roxas had the highest rate (158.9) while Marawi had the lo­
west (17.3) .. Three (3) health regions, 22 provinces and 22 cities
had rates higher than the national figure. The average infant
mortality rates for provinces and cities were 61.3 and 74.3 res­
pectively'. These figures indicate a 9.8% decrease in . the average'
provincial rate and a 5.2% decrease in the average city rate over
those of the previous year (1963).

Infant Mortality Rates By Month- Infant mortality rates by month
for 1964 are shown in Table 39. A major peak in Ju:I;r(65.7), ami..
nor peak in November, and a small trough in September and october,
characterize these monthly rates. The rate started in January as
60.8 and increased in February. In March it sl1ght4r decreased to
61.4; it continued to decrease and reached i+,s lowest in April as
58,1 per 1,000 live births. It soared to its peak in Ju:I;r (65.7).
In the succeeding months, it .decreased again and remained below
that of·the rate for the whole year (61.5) except for November
when the rate was 62.9.

Infant Mortality by Age - Of the total 54,174 infant deaths'r&­
gistered 26, 609 deaths were under 28 days (Neonatal) and '27,565
were from 28 days to under 1 year. These represent 49.J$, and
50.9% of the total infant mortality, respeetive4r. Of the neona­
tal deaths, those that are under 1 day of age represent' the high ­
est percentage - Q4.4%. Deaths under 1 day totalled 6,495 repro­
senting 12,0% of all deaths under 1 year which is the highest in
any age. The lowest number of deaths in the neonatal group cccur-«
red among those in the age group 21 - 27 days which registered
1,192 deaths or 2.2% of all neonatal deaths. Of the deaths occur ­
ring after the first month of life, those of the age group 28- 59
days comprised the highellt percentage with 4,433 deaths represen­
ting 16.J$, of the group~ and 8.2% of the total infant mortality.
For the successive age groups, the rates and 'percentege distribu­
tion were almost consistent. Deaths under 28 days had a rate of
60.1 per 1,000 live births and the rate for those after. 28 days of
life 2as 62.4. These figures !'epresent 2.0% increase and :12.5%
decrease respective4r over those of the previous year.

Infant Mortality by Sex - There were more male deaths under 1
year of age than females. The rate for males was 67.3 per 1000
live births while that of the females was 55.2. The infant death



sex ratio is 1 male death for every 1.33 female mortality. There
is a greater di.i'ference in sex ratio among the neonatal deaths
(male - 58.4% and female - 41.6%) than in the age group from 28
days to under 1 year (male - 56.0%; female - 44.0%) •.

C. MATERNAL MORTALITY

In 1964 there were 1,831 maternal deaths registered. This
represents 0.8% of the deaths from all causes and a maternal mor-­
tality rate of 2.1 p3 r 1,000 live births. This rete is the same
as that of the previous year.

Maternal Death' by Cause - Hemorrhages of pregnancy," oM] "birth
and puerperium, and other canplications of pregnancy, childbirth
and puerperium were the two major eauses of maternal deaths, with
the rates of 1.1 and 0.14 per 1,000 live births and representing
53.5% and 19.4% of all maternal deaths, respectivel¥. Sepsis of
pregnancy, childbirth and puerperium with a rate of 0.16 and ta::;e­
mias of pregnancy and puerperium with a rate of 0.25 per l000live
births caused 19.9% of all the maternal deaths.

Trend of l-Bternal Mortality Rate - A great decline in the lilatel'­
nal mortality rate from 1930 to 1963 is shown in Table 4. The
1930 rate of 7.8 went down to ;1S low as 2.1 in 1964. This repre­
sents a 73.)$ decline. Pre-war maternal death rates showed a
slight declining trend. This trend continued after the war until
it reached 2.4 in 1960. A s1i8ht increase was observed in 1961.
However, this increqse was followed by noticeable drop to the aD.
time low of 2.1 in 1963 and 1964.

Maternal Mortality by Age~' The greatest percentage of maternal
deaths reported was in the age group 30 - 34 years with a totP.~ of
444 deaths representing 24.2% of all maternal deaths. Deathll '1­
mong those in the age group 40 - 44 years totalled 215 (u.~).

0nJ.;v 42 deaths (2.3%) in the age group 45 years and over were re­
gistered.

Maternal Mortality Rates By Month - Maternal mortality rates by
month are shown in Table 51. A major peak in June and minor peaks
in January, April, May, and OCtober were observed, Rates for Ju.4r,
.November, and-December- were the same as that of the national rate
(2,1). A consistent rate of 2.0 was registered for March and
August.

Maternal Mortality by Location - Of the eight health regions, Re-­
gion 6 had the highest mortality rate (3.1) per 1000 live' births),
while Region 3 registered the lowest (1.4). Regions 4, 6, 7, and

ll7
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and 8 had rates higher than the national figure (2.1), while Re­
gions 1 and 3 registered lower rates. Of the provinQIIS, Mindoro
Oriental recorded the highest rate (4.8) and Rizal had the lowest
(0.4). The highest rate among the cities was that of t!oece Marti­
res (13.1); Angeles City registered the lowest rate (0.3).

D. FOETAL DEATHS

There were 6,696 Foetal deaths registered in 19''4, represen­
ting a foetal death rate of 7.6 per 1,000 live births. This fi­
gure is 0.65 less than that of 1963 which is equivalent'tO & d&­
crease of 7.9%.

Different causes of foetal deaths in the country'are shown
in Taple.53. The leading causes by order of magnitude, are the
following: Diseases of Foetus and Ill-defined Causes' with a rate
of 6.1 (79.8%); Placental and Cord Condition (8.2%), and Diffi ­
culties in Labor (3.4%). Birth injuries (U.2%) caused the least
number of foetal deaths.

Foetal deaths and foetal death rates by month are shown in
Table 57. The highest rate was registered in November (8.2) per
1,000 live births; the lowest was in June and september (7.2). The
rate in January (7.4) went up to 7.5 in February and March; 7.6 in
April; and 8.1 in May. The rate dropped to 7.2 in June. The mi­
nor peak was reached in August (8.1). In September the rate de­
clined but in October it went up again to reach its major peak in
November (8.2).

Region 3 reported the highest number of foetal deaths ­
3,42( or 51.1% of all foetal mortality. Region 7 reported the
least number, 249 or 3.7%. The highest regional foetal death rata
recorded was 10.6 per 1,000 live births and the lowest was 4.7.
As in the previous year, Trece Martires topped all cities with the
rate of 60.4, while the highest provincial rate was recorded in
Mindoro Oriental (18.2).

Foetal deaths that were medica~ attended totalled 3,003
(44.9%) - 33.0 (ll.O%) by private physicians; 716 (23.8%) by the
public health officers and 1,957 (65.2%) by hospital authorities~
A total of 1,937 (28.9%) deaths was not given medical attendanoe,
Attendance to 26.2% of all foetal deaths was not stated at all in
the health reports.
