Statistics 'o~ notifiab13 diseases presented' and'analyzed in this
report were collected from the t10rbidity Reports(DIC Form No.2), re­
ceived \leekly from all provincial and city health officers throughout
the country,

In accordance wi.th Act 3573 (Law 'on Reporting of' Notif'iable Di.e­
eases), the following diseases must be'reported to the nearest health
'station: Choler-a, Plague, Smallpox, Ye l l.ow Fevor , Gastro-enteritis,
and Coli tis, Di.phther-i.a , Dysentery (All Forms) , Food Poisoning, Polio­
myelitis, Typhoid and Paratyphoid Fever ,Acu te Infectious Encephalitis,
Pneur.lonias, Filariasis, Gonococcal Infection, Infectious Hepatitis,
Influenza, Leprosy, Malaria, Measles, Malignant Neoplasms, Rabies,
Schistosomiasis, Syphilis , Tetanus, Tuberculosis (All Forms), Whooping

Trend of Notifiable'Diseases-The incidence and mortality from notifi­
able 'daseases for the past 10 years(1971-1981) shOl'le'<'I a: contmued de­
clining'trend, except TUberculosis (All Forms), Infectious Encepha­
litis, Malignant Neoplasms and Influenza which increased in 1980. The
incidence of Typhoid and Paratyphoid Fever,Gonococcal Infection and
Infectious. Hepatitis showed a generally increasing trend during tfu'10
years period (1971-1981). Better diagnosis and improved notification
were mainly , responsible for the increase in ,the number of ' cases. On
the other hand, the'incidence of Malaria, Rabi,"s, WhOoping Cough and
Tetanus had generally deer-cased from 1971-1931, Measles and-Tnf'Luenza
present irregular trends on account ef outbreaks at almost yearly
intervals .. Malignant Neoplasms' on the other hand has consistently
increased in incidence and mortality.

Figure 13 presents the trend from 1931 to 1981, of the death rate
from cor.municable diseases as a group in comparison with that of
Malignant Neoplasms and Diseases,of the He9~t. -It may be,not~d that
while the mortality rate' ,of communicable' diseases presented a
generally decreasing pattern, those 'of the Diseases of the Heart and
Maligriant Neeplasms showed distinctive increasing trends.
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Le~dinq.~auses of Morbidity The ten (10) leading causes of
~orb1.d1.ty ·1.d 1'981 and for the past- 5 year-s (1976··1980) are ShOl-ITI in
Table 12 and the Figure 9 of these diseases, three '(3) are Broncho-
pulmonar-y (Pneumonias, Tuberculosis, Bronchi tis) ; two (2) are

Gastro-intestinal (D'i.arr'heas and Dysent.er-y, All Forms); these ar-e
vi r-al, (Influenza, i'1easles and Hhooping Cough); one is parasitic
(Malaria); and one is non-co:nmunicablo (~lalignant l~eoplasms). It
has been noted that approximately 96% of illnesses due to

Tuberculosis, are respiratory. in natur-e , hence, they are includ­
ed among the broncho-pulmonary diseas8s.

Seasonal Variations The seasonal variations and expected limits
of weekly Lncidence of selected notifiable diseases are shown
in Table 16. Cholera El Tor, Gastro-enteritis and Colitis,Measles,
Influenza, Diphtheria and Varicella showed definite variations of
seasonal incidence.

The expected limits of ';!Je weekly number of cases are
.,computed as follows: From the number of cases reported for each
morbidi ty calende.r .week for the past 5 years, three central
figures are selected by c:liminating the. highest and lowest
figures. The average of t.he middle-most figure (median) and
the highest of the three central. figures is taken. as the
upper limit, representing the maximum 'limit for the oxpect.cd
weekly number pf cases. The lower limit is the average ef
the middle-most figures and Lowes t of the three central figures.

Age The age 'distributien of the cases of notifiable . dis­
eases is shown in Table 14. Each diseases has its particular
distribution as to age. Some of them Hcre mostly confined
in the younger age such a~ Diphtheria, Measles, Whooping Cough,
Varicella, Poliomyelitis, Acute Infectious Encephalitis, Gastro­
enteritis an~ H-Fever. A few of them such as Tuberculosis
All Forms, Leprosy and Halignant Neoplasms were confined to
the older age groups. The.rest of the notifiable diseases
were almost. evenly distributed amcng the different groups .

Geographical Distributio~' - The notifiable diseases were al-
most evenly dist.ri.>JUted thr-oughout the country with a few
exceptions. SChistosomiasis for instance was highly endemi,c
in Health Regio~s 8, 9,10, 11 and 12; Filariasis was pre­
valent in Health Begion 2, I~alaria affected mostly the hinter­
lands and newly opcr:ed· set.t.lcmcnt areas, As shown in Table
12 practically the same disease problems wore present
on all thirteen health regions ~n the country.

This represents mortality at.at i s t i.cs baaed on data compiled
from the death certificates submitted by the Local Civil Registrars
throughout the Philippines tc tho office of the Civil Registrar
General.

{\. GENERAL ~iORTJl.LITY

i\ total of 301,117 deaths Here register'cd in 1981. This
figure represents a crude death rate of 6.1 per 1,000 population
which is lower than that of the pr-cvious year (1980).

Causes of Deaths, 1971 and 1981 .. The ten leading caUSE'S of death
in 198; are presented ~n Table ;9. Collectively, 'they accounted
for 176,610 deat-hs represonting 58.7% of deaths from all causes.
The group consist of four (4) communicable diseases - Pneumonias,
Tuberculosis, Diarrheas and Measles: two (2) degenerative
Diseases of the Heart and Diseases, ef the Vascular System:onul)
nutritional disease Avitaminoses and other Deficiency states;
the rest are Malignant Neoplasms, Accidents and Nephriti3 and
Nephrotic Syndrome and Nephrosis - the first three (3) leading
causes, as Pneumonias with a rate of 87.1 per 100,000 population
representing 14.3% of the total deaths. Disease of the Heart with
a rate of 68.7 or 11.3% of total mortality and Tuberculosis, All
Forms with the rate of 55.1 or 9.1% of the deaths from all causes
Diseases of the Vascular System and Diarrheas ranked fourth, and
fifth with rates of 42.6 and 32.7 respectively. Malignant Neoplasms
and Accidents occupied sixth and seventh positions with rates of
32.4 and 19.2 respectively. The last t.hr-eo (J) in the group are
Measles (14.0), Avit ami.noses and ot.har- Nutri tional Deficiency (13.9)
Nephritis, Nephrotic Syndrome and Nephrosis (9.0) ,

The leading causes of deaths in '1971 are shown in Table 23
and Figures 14. During the year, Pneumonias Has the leading cause
with a rate of 106.8 per' 100,000 population. 'I'ubor'cufos.i s j AlI Forms
(68.6) ranked second, Diseaso of the Heart (40.2) ranked third
Ill-defined Diseases Peculiar to Ear-Ly Infancy and Irnrnaturi ty Unqua­
lified (39.2) ranked f'our-t.h and Accidents Has fifth, in the line
with a rate of 38.;. The sixth and seventh positions were' occupied
by Gastro-enteritis (32.2), Diseases of the Vascular System (29.9).
The last three causes wer-e Av i t.ani.ncses and other Nutritional Defi­
ciency states (2'7.3), Malignant Neoplasms (25.0) and Bronchitis with
a ra tc of (2,1.6) per: 100,000 population.

It ,is clearly noted that during the ten-year period 1971 to
1981', deaths from communicable diseases,particularly somo of those

among the leading causes of deaths, except Diseases of the Heart
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showed marked decline. On the other hand, the non-communicable
diseases whictl included Malignant Neoplasms and Chronic Degenera­
tivo Diseases like Cardio-Vascular Diseases, have increased
noticeably. Tuberculosis, All Forms death rat", decreased by
13.5 or 19%, Accidont death rate decreased by 18.9 or 49.6%
while Death rate from Diarrhea" and Malignant Neoplasms showed
an increase of 0.5 or 1.6% and 7.4 or ~:9. 6%.

General Mortality Trend - Table 4 and Figure 4 show the trend
of crude death rate for the country from 1931 to 1981. A marked
decline in this rate from 18.0 per 1,000 population in 1931 to
6.1 in 1981 is observed. This represents a decrease of 11.6 or
66.1% over a period of 50 years. A slow and irregular decline
in rate start<ld in 1930 and continued until the outbreak of the
last world war~ Data on health statistics were not available
during the war years; Post war rates continued to decrease
l1nt~l 1971 when an all time low death rate of 6.6 was attained
followed by an increase to 6.9 in 1976, and tends to decrease
to 6.1 in 1981. The crude death rate in the country, for the
past four (4) decados is characterized by tho general downward
trend with slight tr.oughs from 1938 to 1941 and 1950 to 1953._

Crude Death Rato By Area - Of the thirteen health regions in
the, country, Reg~onl and 5 registered the highest crude death
ra t e of 7.3 per 1,000 population, while Region 12 had the
lowest (3.0). Tre highest rate among the cities was recorded
in Treco Martires City (13.9) and the lowest was that of Marawi
City (2.2), Camarines Norte topped all the provinces with the
rate of 9.1 while Tawi-Tawi had the lowest (0.1), Which was of
course due practically to non-registration.

MOI'tality By Age - Table 17 shows the death from all causes by
age, sex and percentage distribution. The high~st percentage of
dea th was recorded f'or- those under 1 year, 64,415 or 21.4% of
all deaths while those a~ong 10-14 years represonted the lowest
percentage (1.7). The age specific death rat" for age 70 years
and over is the highest, 67.2 per 1,000 population followed by
death rate for under J year (41.2). After infancy, doath rate
decreased continuously as age increased until the minimum level
of 0.9 was reached in the age group 10-14 years. After this age,
.the rate increased again for each successive age group until the
.peak \1aS reached in the age group 70 years and over.

Mortality By Sex - In 1981, there were 176,610 male deaths and
12/',507 female deaths. Those figures represent 58.7% and 41.3%
of all deaths, resp~ctively. The mortality rate for males was
7.1 'per 1,000' male population, Hhile that of female was 5.0. The
ratio is 1.4 male death to 1 female death.
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B. INFANT 110PTALITY

There were 64,415 deaths under 1 year of age registered
in 1981. This figure represents 21.4% of all deaths. The
infant mortality rat" is 41.2 per _ 1,000 live births which:is
higher than that of pr-evious year by 1. (I or 2.5%. The infant
mortality rate has receded to 2ZJ all time low for the coun­
try in 1978 (53.1)

Infant Mortality By Cause .. Tho ten leading cause of death
under 1 year are shown an I'abl a 25. These diseases caused
42,868 infant deaths l'ep~csentin~ 66.5% of the total infant
mortality and 14.2j; of the total deaths. Pneumonias as in
the past years, caused the most number- of deaths 15,384 repre­
sents a rate of 10.5 per 1,000 l~,ebirth3 and 23.9% of all in­
fant deaths. Respiratory conditions of fetus and ne"born occu­
pied the second position which caused 7,736 deaths with a rate
of 5.3 anj represented 12.0% of all infant dc?ths, while
Diarrheas ranked third with a rate of 4.7.Tho fourth and fifth
leading causes were Congenital anomalies and Avitaminoses and
ether nutritional deficiency comprises a rate of 2.0 and -2.0
Birth injury and difficult labor ranked sixth with a rate of
1.5, while Measles ranked seventh wi th a rate of 1.3. ;lcute
Bronchitis and Bronchioli tis, ieicningitis and Septicemia occu­
pied eighth, ninth and tenth positions with a rate of 1.0,
0.5 and 0.5 per 1,000 livebirths respectively.

Trend of Infant Mortality .. The nunber- and rate of infant death
from 1931 to 1981 ara shown in Table 1,. The infant mortality
rate in 1931 which was 155.2 per 1,000 live births dropped to
41.2 in 1981. This represents a .narked decline of 11',,0 or
73.5%. Ther(, were s l izhtLy year-Ly decreas-es in the rates
from 1929 to 1940. The lOWGst pre-wa~ rate recorded was ~n

1936. No data are available for the "ilr years (1941 - 1945).
After the war , the infant death rate curve showed an irregular
but mar-keel declining tr-end , r-eachi.nc its all t ime 1010/ in 1978
(53.1) .

Of the
cities, Cotabato City had th8 hi~hest (141.1) While Puerto
Princesa had the lowest (18.0).
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Infant t10rtality By P.ge - Of the total 64,415 infant deaths regis­
tered an 1981, 27, 377Oe2ths "ore under 28 ,jays (neonatal deaths)
and 37,038 were 28· days to under 1 year (post- noonatal deaths).
These repr9sent 42.5% and 57.Sr of tho total infant mort~lity res­
pectivdy.

C. MATERNAL MORTALITY

In 1931, there wore 1,542 maternal deaths registered. This
represents 0.5% of the doaths from HII causes and a. maternal mor­
tality rate of 1.1 per 1,000 live births. This rate is similar
than that of the previous year.

t1atecnal Mortality By Cause - Postpart.um Hemorrhage Childbirth, was
the major cause of maternal deaths with rates of 0.4 an.i 0.1 per

D. FETP.L DEATHS

There were 13,343 fetal deaths registered in 1981 repre­
senting a fetal death ret" 01' 9. i per '1,000 live bi.r thu. This
figure represonts 4.5% decreaso over that of 1980.

Different causes of fetal deaths in the country are shown
in Table 27. The first three leading causes 31'0 the following:
Fetus affected by complications of placonta, cord and membr-anes
( 1, 5), Disorders relating to short gestations and unspecified low
birth weight (0.04) ffild Intrauterine hypoxia and birth asphyxia
(0.6) .

The National Capital Region reported the highest number
of fetal deaths 2,544 of 19.1% of all fetal mortality. Region 12
!'eportod the least number of 245 or 1.8%. The highest regional
fetal death rate reco!'ded was in National Capital Region 11.5 per
1,000 live births and the lowest were those of Region 9 (4.'7).

(56.9%), broken down as follows: by Physician 6,026 or 45.2%; by
Nur-se 245 or 1.
