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A. SOURCE:) OF DATA

1. Live Birth, Death and Fet>J.1 Deaih Statistics - Ef­
fective l~h, 1973 a collaborative program wee drawn
with the Nation>J.1 Census and Statistics Office whereby
that Office shall provide basic tabulation on births and
deaths thereby making it possible for the Health Intel­
ligence Service to discontinue its collection and mecha­
nical processing of such data. Raw data on births, deaths,
and fetal deaths were taken from the said Office. The
basis of the re'gistration of··vital events is Act No. 3753
'otherwise known as the Civil Registry La.w. By virtue' of
Commonwealth Act 59'1 , the Director of the Bureau of Oen-­
sus and Statistics (now the Executive Director of the Na­
tional Census and Statistics Office) concurrently is the
Civil Registrar •. General and all local civil registrars
axe under his supervision. In the cities: the local ci­
vil registrars are the officials designated in their res­
pective city charters generally the City Health Officers,
while in regular municipalities and municipal districts,
the local civil registrars are the municipal treasurers
and municipal district treasurers, respectively. Each vi­
tal event iA ~~iRtered in the office of the local civil

" registrar of the locality where the event occured and a
copy of each document is 'sent to the office of the Civil
Registra.:r>-General within -the first ten days of the succeed­
ing month;

2. Nctifiable Diseases Statistics Data on Notifiable
Diseases are based on infomation gathered by field
health personnel. The Law on Reporting of Noti'fiable Di­
seases (Act.3573) provides 'chat any cases of NotHiable lli­
sease shall be reported immediately to the nearest health
officer. All field, health offioers by means of a estab­
lished reporting mechanism (Memorandum Order No. 51-a.s.
1960) submi t through the Provincial and City Health Of··
fficers, collective morbidity reports (HIS Fom No.3) ~­
ly to the'Health Intelligence Service where such data zoe-.
ceived are then edited, classified, compiled, analyzed and
interpreted. .

3. PopUlation Statistics The official population esti­
mates since 1931, as computed by the National Census and
Statistics Office, using the geometric method, are pre-­
sented in this report. The bases for the yearly popula­
tion figures are the censuses of 1918, 1939, 1948, 1960,
1970, 1975 and 1980, The 1984 population for the Philip­
pines and each region, province and city were estimated
from the 1983 census which indicated an annual rate of
increases of 2.3%.
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B. CLASSIFICATION OF Il!l.TA

. Classification of" health statistics and :population
statistics must be made according to similarly defined
system and tabulated in comp, rable groups in order to make
use of the principal value of both data. Thus, variables
common to both,. L, e., c;eographic area, age and sex. have
been similarly cl8$Sified and tabulated in this report.

1. Geographic Classification -Livebirthsl deafra
from all cnuses; infant, maternal and fetal deaths I and
data on notifiable diseases have been classified by place
.of occurence-region, province and city - the first being
·a geographical division created as a result of the reorga­
nization of the Ministry of Health and the other two being

·Olit i Cal divisions of the country, There are thirteen
13 regions, aeverrty-ethzee (73) provinces and fifty six
56~ cities. There is no classification oi:' the p;I.aces of

occurence as to whether it is rural of urban because of
the lack of standard criteria-.

2. ~ - There is no valid infonnation with r&­

gam to ·the accuracy of age of a reported morbid case«. Re­
garding registered deaths; the age of. the deceased is fully
detemined by the date of birth. HoweVer, some of the vi­
tal records are filled wi th the age not recorded or the
data of birth not indicated. Thus, misstatement of age on
vital records maybe aasumed .to some degree. The age clas­
sification used in this report is consistent" . with . those
recommended for international use by the 'vorld Health O:l'-
ganieation. .

3. Diseases and Causes of Deaths - !1arbidity &
mortality Statistics published by the Hinistry of Health
are classified and tabulated in accordance with the Intel."­
national Classification of Diseases, Injuries and Causes
of Death, 8th Revision. In this report, the 3-digit clas­

o' sification was used for morbidity as well as for total
mortality statistics, while the 2-digit classifications
was used for fetal deaths.

4. Sex - Classification by sex is made in re­
lation to othe';factors such as age, nationality, date and

..place· of occurence. Thus, some tabulations presented in
this ·report maybe considered as four-fold tables with -sex
as one' of the attributes of classifications.



C. ANALYSIS AND INTER.PRmATION OF DATA

Health stati~tiC8 axe ve~y useful for a variety of
administrative and research Furpo~e3, However, they can
not,.correctly be interpreted un.iess pertinent ,qualifying'
factoJ;S. aside from the methcd of classification, are t&- '
ken into consideration,

Some of the factors limiting the use of the sta.-·
tistical data emanate frOll! d.iscrepancies in the original
recorda er from the dmpzactdcaba.Lfty of tabulating' these
data' in. very detailed, items. ,\fhile these defects ,do exist.
nevertheless. the value of these data for general purposes'
is Lndeapenaab'Le; The exact eValuation of health statis­
tics or the o.na.lysis of amal.L differences necessi tate s
careful study of a variety of ' related elements. However.
the, major trends and differences may not be eJ.tered ma­
ter~ally'by finer analysis,

1. Small Frequencies - .The number of birthS'and
deaths reported for an area or community, or the number of
ailments, represents complete counts of such events. Such
being the case, they are not subject to sampling errcnl ,
eJ.though they are subject to errors in the registration
process or =,;-~..J.""'= ,:,:-::tem. When data is used for aneJ.y­
tical purposes. as for example, the comparison of rate
over a time period or for ,different areo.s p the nUmber· of
events that actually occured may be considered as one of a
large series, of pcssible results that .copld..have. risen un­
der_the same. circumstances. In accordance with oertain
statistical assumptions, the probable range of Values may
be estimated from the actual figures •

In the Philippines. a'Lthough the law provides for a com­
J?Ulsory registra,tion of births. deaths and fetal deaths
tAct. '7~) and the repo=ting of Notifiable Diseases (Act
'57') there are deficiencies in the observance of the Law
due to a variety of factors.

•
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Tests for completeness of birth and death registrar­

tion made in 1956 in the province of Nueva Ecija, indicated
an under registration of births by more than 30'ib & deaths
by more than 10';6 for the whvle 1-.:::cvin.:c, A Eors recent and
more extensive survey on the completeness of death regis­
tration in all provinces (j?) and cities (i8) of Health Re­
gions 1, 2, 3 and 4, and one province each in Regions 5 and '
6 was oonducted in '196~ ..1962. This revealed that of the
randomly selected names of IJCJ."So;1S buried in cemeteries in
more ~ent years ('1959··;1962)l 27.3% do not appear in the
Death.Registers of the Local Civil Registrars.

In view of the limited acope of these two studies
the pezcerrtage of unde=ogistration cannot be made to ap­
ply on a nationwide basi~n Cor=ections for underregist~

tion ma,y only 'be made after the latter survey has been com­
pleted for the whole country. At any rate, it is grossly
evident that incomplete :registration of births, deaths and
fetal deaths is still a problem in many areas" in the
country.

Completeness in the reporting of Notifiable J)is~

ses varies greatly by disease and by area. In general, and
from all indications, reporting is apparently incomplete.

4. Population Bases - In order to insure stat:i9-·
tical comparability, the vital and health statistical indi­
ees presented in this report of the Philippines and each
health regions, province and city were computed using the
offioial population estimates of the National Census and
Statistics Office

which were based on the latest census

enumeration (1980). '

,5.. Allocation of Vital Events - All data in this
report were tabulated according to place of occurence and
not by place of residence. Philippine laws provide that an
vital events and cases of notifiable diseases must be :re­
gistered and reported, respectively, by place of occurcnco,

All notifiable diseases in the Philippines are communicable ex­
cept Malignant Neoplasms, Diseases of the Heart and Accidents.

Trend of Notifiable Diseases - The incidence and mortality' from
notifiable diseases for the past 10 years are shown in -Table 16. It'
may be noted that deaths fron notifiable diseases showed a: continued
declining,trend except Diphtheria; 'Malignant Neoplasms and Influenza'
which increased in, 1980. The incidence of Diarrheas and Leprosy
showed a generally increasing trend during the 10-year period (1974­
1984). 'Improved met.hodtof reporting and notification were mainly·
responsible for the increase in the number of reported cases. On the
other hand, the incidence of Varicella, Acute Poliomyelitis, Whooping
Cough and Tetanus had generally decreased from 1974 - 1984. Measles
and Influenza present irregular trend", on account of outbreaks at.
almost yearly intervals, while Malignant Neoplasms had consistently
increased, in incidence and mor-bal i.ty . ". .. . . '. . .

Figure 23 presents the trend from 1934 to 1984 of the death'
rate from ,c,q!J1I!lunicable diseases as' a group, in comparison with ·.that
of Maligmint NeopLaams and Diseases of the Hear t , It may be noted
that while the mortality rate of communicable diseases presented a
generally decreasing pattern, those of the Diseases of the Heart and
Malignant Neoplasms showed distincti.ve increasing trends.

Leading Causes of Morbidity The, ten (10) leading causes of -
MorbJ.dJ.ty in 1984 and for the past 5 years (1979 - 1984) are shown in
Table 11 and in Figure 8. Of these diseases three (3) are Respira­
tory Diseases; namely: Bronchitis,' ,Pneumonias and Tuberculosis
Which occupied first, fourth and fifth positions with a total of
954,495 or 179.4 per 100,000 population. One (1) is Gastro-intes­
tinal namely: Diarrheas which ranked second with a total of
551,560 cases or 1036.9/100,000 population. It may be noted that
the total number of cases for Diarrheas went up more than double
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than that of the previous year figures because of the inclusion of
Food Poisoning and Dysentery, All Forms. Two (2) are Viral
Diseases - Influenza and Measles which occupied third and eight
places respectively. The former had a total of 453,926 cases or
853.4/100,000 population while the latter had 75,290 cases or
141.5/100,000 population. One is parasitic - Malaria which is in
sixth position with a total of 107,485 cases or 202.1/100,000·
population. The last three (3) diseases are non-communicable ­
Accidents with 159.1/100,000 population, Diseases of the Heart
with 132.7/100,000 population and Mali~ant Neoplasms with 25.5
per 100,000 population.

Seasonal Variations - The seasonal variations and expected limits
of weekly 1ncidence of selected notifiable diseases are shown in
Table 15. Cholera El Tor, Diarrheas, Measles, Influenza,
Diphtheria and Varicella shOwed definite variations of seasonal
incidence.

The expected limits of the weekly number of cases are compu­
ted as follows: From the number of cases reported for each mor­
bidity calendar week for the past 5 years, three central figures
are selected by eliminating the highest and lowest figures. The
avera~e of the middle-most figure (median) and the highest of the
three Central figures is taken as the upper limit, representing
the maximum limit for thc expected weekly number of cases. The
lower limit is the average of the middle-most figures and lowest
of the three central figures.

A q e - The age distribution of the cases of notifiable diseases
is snoWn in Table 13. Each disease has its particular distribu­
tion as to age. Some of them were mostly confined in the younger
age groups such as Diphtheria, Measles, Whooping Cough,Varicella,
Poliomyelitis, Diarrheas and H-Fever. A few of them such as
TUberculosis, All Forms, Leprosy, Malignant Neoplasms, Diseases
of the Heart and Accidents were confined to the older age groups.
The rest of the notifiable diseases were almost evenly distributed
among the different age groups.

Sex - The sex classification of the reported cases of noti­
fiable diseases is shown in Table 13. It is noted that there was
no significant sex difference among the cases, while in some age
groups, the number of cases for either sex may be slightly higher
than the other, yet sex did not seem to play an important role in
the incidence of these diseases.
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Geographical Distribution - The notifiable diseases were almost
evenly dlstrlbuted throughout the country with a few exceptioBs.
SChistosomiasis for instance was highly endemic in Health Regions
6, 8, 10 and 12, Filariasis was prevalent in Health Regions 4, 9,
10 and 12. Malaria affected mostly the hinterlands and newly­
opened settlements ereas. As shown in Table 12, practically the
same disease problems were present in all thirteen Health Regions
in the country.

MORTALITY STATISTICS

This represents statistical information based on data compiled
from the death certificates submitted by the Local Civil Registrars
throughout the' Philippines to the office of the Civil Registrar
General.

'A. GENERAL MORTALITY

A total of 313,359',deaths'w~re registered ~n 1984. This
figure represents a crude death rate of 5.9 per 1,000 population
which is lower than that of' the previous year (1983).

Causes of Deaths, 1974 and 1984 - The ten leading causes of,deaths
~n 1984 are presented ~n Table 20. Collectively, they acCounted
for 191,838 ,deaths representing 61.2% of deaths from all cause~.

The'group consist 'of four (4)' cow~u~icable disease~ -Pneumonias,
Tuberculosis, ,Diarrheas and ~~asles: two (2) degenerative
Diseases' of the ,Heart and Diseases' of the Vascular System;, one
(1) nutritional disease - Avitaminoses and other Nutritional Defi­
ciency; the rest''"are Malignant Neoplasms, Accidents 'iuid Nephri tis
and Nephrotic Syndrome and Nephrosis - the first three (3) leading
causes are Pneumonias with a 'rate of 86.4 per 100,000 population
represeriting 14.7%'of the total deaths. Diseases of the Heart with
a rate of 58.9 or 10.0% of total mortality and Tuberculosis, All
Forms with the rate of 52.6 or 8.9% of the deaths from all causes"
Diseases'Of the Vascular System and Malignant Neoplasms 'ranked 'fourth'
and fifth 'with the rate' of' 51.0 and 33.3, respectively: Diarrheas and
Measles .occup'i.ed sixth 'a'nd eighth positions with' rates of 21. 7
and ,15.0 respectively. The last three (3)' in t.nergroup are Ac­
cidents (19.6), Avitaminoses and 'Other Nutritional Deficiency (12.8)
and:Nephritis,' Nephrotic Syndrome and Nephrosis (9.2).

The leading causes of deaths in' 1974 are shown in Table
24 and ,Figure· 26. During the year,;' Pheumonias was theTead.ing cause
with a rate of '110.7 per 100;000 population. Tuberculosis, All' forms
(74.9) ranked second, Diseases' of the ," Heart ,( 56.9) ranked third,
Gastro-enteritis and Colitis (36.6). Diseases of the Vascu­
lar' System' (34.9) ranked' fourth and fifth respectively. Avit.amanoses'
and'Other Nutritional Deficiency' and Malignant Neoplasms occupied
sixth'and seventh position with a rate of 30.2 and 30.1. The rest of
the, group' Accidents, (20.9), Bronchitis, Emphysema and Asthma 17.0
and Tetanus (9.2).

It is clearly noted that during the ten-year period 1974
to 1984, deaths from communicable'diseases, particularly some of
those among the leading causes of deaths showed marked decline.
On the'other'hand, the non-communicable diseases which _include
Malignant Neoplasms, and Chronic'Degenerative Diseases like Cardio­
Vascular Diseases and Diseases of the Heart have increased
noticeably. Tuberculosis, All Forms death rate decreased by
2.4 or 4.4%. t1alignant Neoplasms rate decreased bY,1.3 or 3.8% and
death rate from Diarrheas declined from 7.3 or 25.2% while
Accidents increased from 8.4 or 73.1%.

General Mortality Trend - Table 4 and Figur~ 4 show the trend
of crude death rate for the country from 1934 ·to 1984. A marked
decline in this rate from 16.7 per 1,000 population 1n 1934 to
5.9' in 1984 is observed. This represents a decrease of 10.8 or
64.7% over a period of 50 years. A slow and irregular decline
in rate started in 1930 and continued until the outbreak of the
last world war. Data on health statistics were not available
during the war years. Post war rates continued to decrease
until 1971 when an all time low death rate 6.6 was attained
followed by an increase to 6.9 in 1976, and tends to decrease
to 6.3 in 1983. The crude death rate in the country, for the
past ..four (4) decades is characterized by the general downward
trend .W;th slight troughs from 1938 to 1941 and 1950'to 1953;

Crude Death Rate By Area - Of the thirteen health regions in
the country, Reg10n 1 registered the highest crude . death
rate of 7.6 per 1,000 population, while Region 12 had the
lowest (3.1). The highest rate among the cities was recorded
in Trece Martires City (28.1) .and the lowest was that of
Cadiz. City (3.1), Camarines Norte topped all the provinces
with the rate of 9.2 While Tawi-Tawi and Lanao del Sur had the lo­
west identified rate of 0.3, Which was of course due. practically to
non-registration.

Mortality By Age - Table 17 shows the death from 'all causes by
age, sex and percentage distribution. The highest percentage of
death was recorded' for those under 1 year, 56,897 or 18.2% of
all deaths while ·those among 10-14 years represented the lowest
percentage (1.8). .The age specific death rate for age 70 years
and over is the highest, 66.3 per 1,000 population followed by
death rate for under 1 year (34.6). After infancy, death rate
decreased continuously as age increased until the minimum level
of 0.9 was reached in the age group 10-14 years. After this age,
the rat~ increased again for each successive age group until the
peak was reached in the age group 70 years and over.

Mortality By Sax - In 1984, there were 186,148 male deaths and
127,211 f'ernaLe deaths'...These figures represent 59.4% and 40.6%
of all deaths, respectively.. The mortality rate for males was
7.0 per 1,000 male population, while that of female was 4.8.
The ratio is 1.2 male death to 1 female death.

B. INFANT MORTALITY

..• ..: : J'here were 56,897 deaths uncer- 1 year of age registered
in 1984. This figure represents 18.2 of all deaths. The
infant mortality rate is 38.5 per 1,000 live births which
is lower than that of the previous year 4.2 or 9.8%. The
infant mortality rate has receded to an all time low for the
country in 1978 (53.1).
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Infant Mortality By Cause - The ten leading causes of death
under 1 year are, shown in Table 26. Th3se diseases caused
36,922 infant deaths representing 64.9% of the total infant
mortality and 11.8% of the total deaths. Pneumonias as in
the past years, caused the most number of deaths 14,053 repre­
sents a rate of 9.5 per 1,000 live births and 24.7% all in­
fant deaths. Respiratory conditions of fetus and newborn occu­
pied the second position which caused 7,658 deaths with a rate
of 5.2 and represented 13.5% of all infant deaths, while
DiaJrheas ranked third with a rate of 3.0. The fourth & fifth
leading causes were Congenital Anomalies and Avitaminoses and
Other Nutritional Deficiency comprises a rate of 1.7 and 1.6.
Measles occupied sixth position with a rate of 1.3, while birth
Injury and Difficult Labor ranked ,seventh with a rate of 1.1.
Septicemia, Acute Bronchitis and Bronchiolitis and Meningitis' '
occupied eight" ninth and tenth posi t i.ons with a rate of 0.7,
0.5 and 0,5 per 1,000 livebirths respectively.

Trend of Infant Mortality - The number and rate of infant death'
from 1934 to 1984 are shown in Table 4. The infant mortality
rate in 1934 which was 160.8 per 1,000 livebirths dropped to
38.5 in 1984. This represents a marked decline of 122.3 or
76.1%. There were s:..igbt yE:al'1y decreases in the rates
from 1929 to 1940. ,The lowest pre-war rate recorded was in
1936. No data were 'available for the war years (1941-1945).
After tho war, t~e infant death rate curve showed an irregular
but marked declining trend, reaching its all time low in 1978
(53.1). ;

Infant Mortality By Area - Infant mortality rates for diffe­
rent health reglons, provinces and r.ities allover the country are
represented in Table 5. Region 6 had the highest rate of 50.3
per ,1,000 livebirths while Region 11 had the lowest (27.6). Of
the ,provinces, Sulu registered the highest rate (70.7). 'While
Lanao del Sur reported the lowest rate of 7.4 among infants which
maybe due to incomplete registration. Of the cities, Cotabato
City,had the highest (120.9) while Danao City had the lowest (2.7).

Infant Mortality By Age - Of the total 56,897 infant deaths regis­
tered In 1984, 23,692 deaths were under 28 days (neonatal deaths)
and 33,205 were 28 days to under 1 year (post-neonatal deaths).
These represents 41.6% and 58.4% of the total infant mortality res­
pectively., Deaths tctalled 17,699 representing 74.7% of neonatal
deaths in neonatal group occured among those in the age 14-20 days
which registered 707 deaths of 3.0% of all neonatal deaths.

Of, the deaths that .occured after the first month of life
those of age 28-59 days c~mprises the highest percentage with 4,843
deaths representing a rate 'qf 3.3 per 1,000 livebirths and 8.5%
of· the total infant morta~ity. Deaths under 28 days had the rate
of 16.0 per 1,000 livebirths while the rate for those 28 days 'of
life to under 1 year was 22.5.
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Infant Death By Sex - There were more male deaths under 1 year of
age than females. The rate for male was 39.6 per 1,000 population
while that of the female was 29.3. The infant death by sex ratio
is 1.4 male deaths for every 1 female mortality.

C. MATERNAL MORTALITY

In 1984 there were 1,379 maternal deaths
represents 0.4% of the deaths from all causes
tality rate of 0.9 per 1,000 livebirths.

Maternal Mortality By Cause - Postpartum Hemorrhage Childbirth was
the ··rnajor cause of maternal deaths with the rates of 0.3 and 0.06
per 1,000 livebirths, representing 30.6% and 6.5% of all maternal
deaths respectively. Normal delivery and other complications rela­
ted to pregnancy occuring in the course of labor delivery and
puerperium registered a rate of 0.2 per 1,000 livebirths and
cause 25.7% of all maternal deaths.

Trend of Maternal Mortality - A significant decline in the mater­
nal mortality rate from 1934 to 1984 is shown in Table 4. The
1934 rate of 7.3 went down to as low as 6.3 per 1,000 livebirths
in 1940. No data were available during the World War II. The de­
clining trend continued after the War until it· reached 2.4 1n
1960. A slight increase 'Has observed in 1961. However, this me­
rease was followed by a noticeable drop to 2.0 in 1965 to 1967. The
lowest so far recorded was in 1971 (1.3) followed by slight decrease
of 1.0 in 1983.

Maternal Mortality By Region - Table 5 presents the data onmater­
nal mortality by health region and their corresponding rates(per
l,OOOlivebirthsl. Region 8 registered the highest maternal mortal­
ity rate of 1.8 while the lowest recorded was that of the National
Capital Region which is 0.4. Of the provinces, Northern Samar re­
gistered the highest rate of 2.9, while Bukidnon, Davao del Sur and
Maguindanao had the same maternal death rate of 0.3 per 1,000 1ive­
births.

The highest regional
fetal death rate recorded was in Region 4 (9.0) per 1,000 live­
births and the lowest were those of Region 2 with a rate of 5.0.

Fetal deaths that were medically attended totalled 8,839
74.4% broken down as follows: by Physician 6,677 or 56.2% by Nurse
986 or 8.3% by Midwives 562 or 4.7% by Traditional Birth Atten­
dant (Hilot) 614 or 5.2%. A total of 3,045 or 25.6% deaths was
not given medical attendance.
