, The D&partment of Health. through the Health Intelligence

Service, is pleased to present the 1989 edition of the PHILIPPINE
HEALTH STATISTICS. This report is one of the regular reports on
Health Statistics that are used for official research and
‘academnic use.

This report presents the definitive collection of
statistical data on Births, Deathz, Fetal Deathz and Hotifiable
Diseasers registered and reported during the year 1888. The data
in this report come from essentially two sources. Since 1973,
data on births and deaths incluwding fetal deaths as well as
~ population estimates wers provided by the Office of the Civil

RBegistrar General and the National Census and Statistics Office
{now called the National Statisties Office). Data-on Notifiable
Diseases were collected through field units and offices of the
Department of Health. The data from these two sources have been
congolidated, summarized, sorted, analyzed and interpreted for
ease of uze. Tables and graphs were also conetructed for easier
underastanding. _

e _Birth. Death and Feta Death Statistice - Effective
Msrch, 1973 a collaborative program was drawn with the National
Census =nd Statistics Office (NCSO) now National -Statistics
Office (NSO) whereby that Office shall provide basic tabulation
on births and deathe thereby making it possible for ths Health
Intelligence Service to discontinue its collection and mechanicsal
processing of such data. Faw data on births, deaths and fetal
deaths were taken from the said Office. The  basis of the
registration of vital events is Act No. 3753 ‘otherwise known
as the €ivil Registry Law. By virtue of Commonwealth Act 991,
the Director of the Buresu of Census and Statistics (now the
Administrator of the National Statistice Office) concurrently
is the Civil Hegistrar-General mnd sll local civil registrars
are under his supervieiom. in the cities, the local civil
registrare are the officials designated in their respective clty
charters generally the 0City Health Officers, while in regular
municipalities and municipal districts. the local civil
registrars are the municipal treasurers and monicipal district
treasurers, respectively. HRach vital event is registered in the
office 6f the civil registrar of the locality where the event
ccoured and a copy of each document is werit to the Office of the
Civil Registrar-General within the first ten days of the
succeeding month,

2. Notifiable Dipeases Skatistice ~— Data on Notfiable.
Dieeases based on information gathered by field health personnel.
The Law on Reporting of Notifiable Diseases (Act 3573) provides
that any cases of Notifiable Diseases shall be reported
jmmediately to the nearest health officer. All field health
officers by means of estsblished reporting mechanism {(Memorandum
Order No. bBl-a.s. 1960) esubmit through the Provincial and City
Health Officers, collective morbidity reports (HIS Form No. 3)
weekly to the Health Intelligence Service  were such data

3. Population Statistics -~ The official porulation estimates
Bince 1931, as computed by the National Statistics Qffice, using
the geométric method, are presented in this report. This bases
for the yearly population figures are the censuses of 1918, 1838,
1946, 1860, 1870, 1975 and 1980. The 1987 population for the

Philippines and its reglon, province and city were estimated

B, CLASSIFICATION OF DATA

. A .
: Classification of Thealth statigtics and population
statistices must be made according to the similarly defined system
and tabulated in comparable groups in order to make use of the
principal valuse of both data. Thus, variables common to both,

i.e., gsographic area, age and sex have been similarly claasifled
and tabulated in this report.

eographic . 58] 3 - Livebirths; deaths from all
causes; 1nfant maternai and fetal deaths; and data on notifiable
diseases have been classified by place of occurence-region,
province and city - the first being & geographical division
created as a result of the reorganization of the Deaprtment of
Health and other two Dbeing political divisions of the country.
There are fourteen (14) regions, seventy five {795) provinces and
gixty (80) cities. There iz no classification of the place = of
oocurence as to whether it is prural or urban because of the lack
of standard criteria.

2. Age - There is no valid information with regard toc the
accuracy of age of a reported morbid casze. Regarding the
registered deathe; the age of deceased is fully determined by the
date of birth. However, some of the vital records are filled with
the age not recorded or the dats of birth not indicated. Thus,
misgtatement of age on vital records maybe assumed to some
degree. The age classification used in this report is consistent
with those recommended for international use by the World Health
Qrganization.

3. | Causes aths ~ Morkidity and - mortality
Statistice publlshed by the Departmenb of Health are classified
and tabulated in accordance with the International
Classification of Diseases, Injuries and Causes of Death. 9th
Revision. In this report, the 3-digit classification was used
for morbidity as well as for total mortality statistics, while
the 2-digit classificatione was used for fetal deaths.

4. Sex - Classification by =sex is made in relatien to

other factors such as age,. natiocnality, date and place of
oCCuUrence . Thus, some tabulations presented in this report
maybe considered as four-fold tahles with sex as one of ths
attributes of classifications.




Health statistics are very useful for a2 wvariety of
administrative and research purposes. However, they can not
correctly be interpreted unless pertinent gqualifying factore,
aside - from the method of classification, are tseken into
consideration. o )

Some of the factors limiting the use of statistical data
emanate from discrepancies in the original records or from the
impracticability of tabulating these data in very detailed-
items. While these defects do sxist., nevertheless, the velue of
these data for original purposes is indespensable. The exact
evaluation of health statistics or the analysis of small
differences necessitates careful study of a variety of related
elements. However, the major trends and dlfferences may not be
altered materially by finer analyais.

1. Small Frecuencies - The number of births and deaths
reported for an eareas or community, or the number of ailments.
represents complete counts of such svents. Buch being the csase,
they are not subject .to sampling errors although they are
subject to errors in the registration process or reporting
gystem. When data is used for analytical purposes, as for
example, the comparison of rate over =2 time period or for
different areas, the number of events that actually occured may
be considered as one of a large series of possible results that
could have risen under the same circumstances. In accordance
with eertain statistical assumptions, the probable '
range of values may be estimated from the actual figures.

2. Statistical dices - In the computation
of statistical indicee for the Phlllpplnes and each health
region, province and city, the standard formula are used. Thus,
the crude birth and death rates are per 1,000 population; the
infant, neonatal, maternal and fetal death rates are per 1,000
livebirths: and the specific diseasess morbidity and mortality
rates -classified either by age, age eand sex are per 100,000
population.

the Phllippin&ﬁ, although the law provzdes for a compulsory
registration of births, deaths and fetal deaths (Act. 87563) and
the reporting of HNotifisble Diseases (Act 3573) there are
deficiencies in the cbservance of the Law due to a variety of
factors.




Teasts for completeness of birth and death registration
made in 1956 in the province of Nueva Ecija, indicated an under
registration of birthg by more than 30% and deaths by more than
10% . for the whole province. A more recent and more extensive
survey on +the completensss of death regigtration in all
provinces (32) and cities (18) of Health Regions 1, Z, 3, snd 4.
_and one province each in Regionsz 5 and 6 was conducted in 1861-
1962. This' revealed that of the randomly selected names of
persons buried in cemetries in more recent years (1858-18623,
27.3% do not appear in the Death Registers of the Local Civil
Registrars.

o ‘f% vigw of the limited scope of these two etudies the
percemwtage ¢f underregistration cannot be made to apply on &
nationwide basis. Corrections for underregistration may only be
made after the latter survey has been completed for the whole
country. At any rate, 1t is grossly evident that incomplete
registration’ of births, deaths and fetal deaths is still a
problem in many areas in the country.

Completeness in the reporting of Notifiable Diseases varies
‘greatly by disease and by area. In general, and from all
indications., reporting is apparently incomplete.

4. Population Rases - In order to insure statistical
comparability, the vital and health statistical indlces presented
in this report of the Philippines and each health regions,
province and city were computed using the official population
estimates of the National BStatistics Office. which were based
ori the - latest census enumeration.

5. Allocation of Vital FEvente — All dats in +thies report
were tabulated according to place of occurence and not by place

of residence. Philippine laws provide that all vital events and

cases of netifiable diseases must be registered and reperted,
respeqtive;y, v place of occurence.

In 1988, a total 1,565,254 births wers registered. This
number represents a sllght &ecraase of 118 or 0.01% than that of
the 1988 figurs.

The crude birth rate of 26.0 in 1989 is slightly lower than
that of the 1988 which is 26.7. The average birth rate for the
past ' ten years (1979-1988) is 28.4 per 1,000 population. __While
the population has increase by 272.1% since 1939; improvement .in
birth registration durlng this period was not consiatent with the
tremsndous population increase.

~ The <figure of 1,560,254 represents the total number of
livebirths registered in 1989. This does not  represent the
actual total number of babies born alive in the year but since
there is no mesasure of registration of birth which is valid for
the whole country, no correction was made for such..

Iﬁﬁnd_ni_ﬁxudﬁ_ﬁixhh ~ The number of livebirths registered and
the corresponding birth rate from 1938 te 1889 is presented 1in
Table 4. During these period. the c¢rude birth rate showed a
general declining trend and changes were rather slow and
irregular during the later vears. For the year 1938, the rate
was 32.3 per 1,000 population. ESlight changes were obaerved for
the following years {(1838-1940). There were no available -data.
during the war vears (1941-1945). After World War II (18946) the
erude birth rate went down to 28.9 only to rise again the next
‘year and remained stable till 1952. An average of 30 births per
1,000 population  prevailed from 1952 to 1958. ¥rom then on  a
declining pattern of the crude birth rate could be obsgerved.
However, in the vear 1969 and 1970 it went up again to 27.3 and
27.4 respectively.

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- Of the total 1.565,254 registered births in 1988,
813,926 are males and 751,329 are females representing 52.2% and
47.8% of the total births respectively.

Birth By Atténdant - Of the total births registered for . 1889
(1,565,254), 894,608 (B57.2%) had the benefit of  medical
attendance (Table @ and 10). This figure showed an inecrease of
29.206 or 2.5% over that of the previous year. I+ could be
observed- that a total of 670.5568 births or 42.8% were not
medically attended. Of these with medical attendance 407,370 or
26 0% were delivered by physicians, 19,396 or 1.2% by nurses and

‘It may be ncted that deathe from aotifisble disemses showed a

continued declining trend except Mallignant Neoplasms and Measles
which inersased in 1887. The incidence of Schistosomiasis,
Typhoid and Parxtyphoid Fever and Other Salmonella Infections,
Infecticus Hepatitis, Malaria, Disrrheas and Leprosy showed &
generally increasing trend duripg the 2Z{-year period (1969-1889).
Improved method of vreporting and notification were mainly
responsible for *he increase in aumber of reported cases. On the
other . hand, the incidence of Gonococcal Infection, Diphtheria,
Acute Poliomyelitis, Whooping Cough and Tetanus had generally
decreased from  1878-198%5. Measles and Influenzs  present
irregular trends on account of outbreaks at almost yearly
intervals, while Malignant Neoplasms had consistently increased
in incidence and morlality.

Figure 27 presents the trerd from 1839 to 1689 of the death
rate frow commuiitable diseascs as 3 EXQUPp, in comparison with
that of Malignant Necplasms and Iiszases of the Heart. It may be
noted that while the mortality vate of communicable disesses
presented a gensrally decreasing pattern, those of the Disscases
of the Hesart and Mslignant Neoplasms showed distinetive
increasing trends.
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Morbidity in 1982 and for the past 5 yeare (1984—-1988) are shown
in Table 13 and Figure 10. 0f these diseases, three (3)
Respiratory Dispases, namely: Bronchitias, Pneumonias and
Tubsrculosis which occupied first, fourth and fifth positions
with a total of 1,335,878 or 2222.8 per 100,000 population. One
(1} is Gastro-intestinal namely: Diarrheal Diseases which ranked
third with & total of 741,733 cases or 1234.2 per 100,000
population. Two (2) are Viral Dissases - Influenza and Measles
which occupied second and ninth places vespectively. The former
had total of 773,802 cases or 1287.5 per 100,000 population and
the latter had a total of 68,4968. One is parasitic - Mealarisa
which is in seventh position with a total of 125,114 cases oY
208.2 per 100,000 population. The last three (3) diseases are
non~communiceble - Accidents with 250.0 per 100,000 population,
Diseases of the Heart with 184.4 per 100,000 population and
Malignant Neoplasms with 56.2 ver 100,000 population.

Seasonal Variations - The seasonal varistionz and expected limits
of weekly incidence of selected notifiable diseases are shown in
Table 17. Diarrheas, Measles, Influenza, Diphtheria and
Varicella showed variation of seasonal incidence.

The expected 1limits of the weekly number of cases are
computed as follows: From the number of cases reported for @ach
morbidity calendar week for the past 5 years, thres central
figures are selected by eliminating the highest and lowest
figures. The average of the middle-most figure (median) and the
highest of the three cenbtral figures is taken as the upper limit
respresenting the maximum limit for the expected weekly number of
cases. The lower limit is the average of the middle-most figure
and the lowest of the three central fisgures.

A g e - The age distribution of the casss of notifiable diseasss
is shewn in Table 15. Bach dJdisesses has its particular
distribution as to age. Some of them were mostly confined in the
younger age group such as Diphtheria. Measles., Whooping Cough,
Varicella., Poliomyelitisz, Diarrhea and H-Fever. A few of them
such as Tuberculosis, 811 Forma, Leprosy. Malignant Neoplasms,
Diseases of the Heart and Accidents were confined to the older
age groups. The rest of the notifiable disecases were almost
evenly distributed ssong the different age group.
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Se X - The sex classifieation of ' the reported cases of
notifisble diseases is shown in Table 15. It is noted that there
was no significant sex diffsrence among thé cases, while in some
age groups. the number of cases for the either sex may be
slightly higher than the other, yet sex did not seem to play an
important role in the incidence of these disecases.

- The notifiable diseases were almost

evenly dlatrlbuted throughout the country with a few exception.
Schistosomizeis for instance was highly endemic in Health Regionse
8, 10, 11 and 12, while Filariasis was prevalent in Health
Regions 1, 3, and 11. Malaria affected mostly the hinterlands
and newly opened settlement areas. As shown in Table 186,
practically the same disease problems were present in all
thirteen (13) Health Regions in the country.
