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FOREWORD

Numbers don't lie. Nothing lends more credence to this old adage than in the use of
statistics. But more than its blunt honesty, numbers and statistics also perform another
important task. They tell stories that affect and change lives.

Ore of the prominent stories that iliustrate how the use of statistics led to
unprecedented breakthroughs happened in the year 1854 in the British province of
Soho. People were dying. But in one fateful night in August of that year, it was noted
that more people of Soho were dying faster than usual. A lotal of 127 died in a span of
just 3 days, and 500 in a week. The statistics were overwhelming. The prevailing
notion was that those human deaths were the result of inhalation of “bad air® and for
years prior to this event, scientists did nothing to address such problem. Yet an asiute
medical general practitioner reviewed evidences on the uncharacteristic increase in the
numbers of these human deaths and the relative geographic confines the said deaths
occurred. It was then that Dr. John Snow challenged prevailing scientific and medical
truths of the time and published his works on-the water-borne disease Cholera. He
related the number of deaths to the number of households drinking water from a
suspected contaminated pump. His statistical evidence showed that the risk of mortality
from using the pump was 20 times higher than those not using it. Residents not using
water from the pump rarely manifested any illness. The pump handle was then
removed and the chain of infection in Soho dramatically declined thereafter. Lives were
saved due to the findings, not only in 1854 but in the years following the discovery. It
was here that numbers and statistics played a central role in solving a mystery and

bettering the quality of life of people everywhere. This is the story that ushered in a new
era in global medical science and epidemiology.

In @ survey by the Hospital Doctor magazine, John Snow was voled the "greatest

doctor” of all time due to his works on Cholera, with Hippocrates {(460-370 BC) coming
in only second.

Thus, the story of Cholera shows the great impact of statistics to modern medicine. The
years and centuries that followed strengthened the role of numbers and health statistics
and their apt analysis in the discovery of new diseases and outbreaks. More than this, it
evolved into a significant tool that serves as bases for health policy and systems
development, for better understanding of health situations, and for the rational
application of health interventions,

Statistics such as infant mortality rate {(IMR), less than 5 child mortality rate (<5CMR),
and maternal mortality rate (MMR) are now utilized as potent indicators of the health
status of a nation. More recently, they are now indicators of national and global



development as well, as embodied in the United Nations’ millennium development goals
(MDGs).

This publication of the 2000 PHILIPPINE HEALTH STATISTICS is a document put
together through the combined efforts of the National Statistics Office (NSO), the local
Civil Registration System, and the Department of Health Field Health Service and
Information System (FHSIS). It presents national and local health data that gives a
picture and story of the year that was for Philippine health, Moreover, it gives an idea
on certain trends and areas needing improvements in health service delivery. Such
information is also useful as future reference on the success and failures of existing
health interventions and prospects in health and heailth service delivery.

| congratulate all who have invested valuable time, effort, and resources for putting this
vital document together.  As with the time of John Snow, great leaps for health are
possible through the judicious use of health statistics.

DEFINITION OF TERMS

The following terms and concepts were used in this report and were
defined as follows:

ADJUSTED OR STANDARDIZED RATES - To render the rates of 2 communities
comparable, adjustment for the difference in age, sex, race and any other factors
which influence vital events have to be made.

2 methods:
a) By applying observed specific rates to some standard
population

b) By applying specific rates of standard population to
corresponding classes or groups of the local population.

ATTACK RATE (AR) - A more accurate measure of the risk of exposure. Useful in
epidemiological investigations

ATTENDED - refers to the cases given medical care at any point in time during the
course of the illness which directly caused death. Medical care may either be
provided directly by a medical doctor or indirectly by allied health care providers, 1.¢.,
nurses and midwives who are under the direct supervision of a medical doctor.
Otherwise, case is categorized as “death unattended” .

BIRTH ORDER — is the numerical order of a child in relation to all previous
pregnancies of the mother.

BIRTH WEIGHT - is the first weight of the letus or newborn obtained after birth.

CASE FATALITY RATIO (CFR) - Index of the Killing power of a disease. 1t 1s
influenced by incomplete reporting and poor morbidity data.

CRUDE BIRTH RATE (CBR) - is a measure of onc characteristic of the natural
growth or increase of a population.

may result in a decrease of population.

CRUDE or GENERAL RATES - These rates are referred to the total living
population. It must be presumed that thie total population was exposed to the risk of
the occurrence of the event.

EARLYNEONATAL DEATH - is the death among live births during the first 7 days
of life.

FETAL DEATH — is the death prior to the complele expulsion or extraction of a
product of conception from its mother, irrespective of the duration of pregnancy; the
death is indicated by the fact that after such separation of the fetus does not breathe or
show any other evidence of lifc, such as beating of the heart, pulsation of the
umbilical cord, or definite movement of voluntary museles.

FETAL DEATH RATE (FDR) - Measures pregnancy wastage. Death of the
product of conception occurs prior to its complete expulsion, irrespective of duration
of pregnancy,

INCIDENCE RATE (IR} - Measures the frequency of occurrence of the
phenomenon during a given period of time. Deals only with new cases.

INFANT MORTALITY RATE (IMR) - Measures the risk of dying during the Ist
year of life. Itis a good index of the general health condition of a communily since it
reflects the changes in the environmental and medical conditrons of a community.

LATE FETAL DEATH - is the death of fetus 28 or more completed weeks of
gestation.,

LATE NEONATAL DEATI - is the death among live births after the 77 day but
before 28 completed days of life.

LIVE BIRTH - is the complete expulsion or exlraction from its mother of a product
of conception, irrespective of the duration of the pregnancy, which after such
separation, breathes or shows any other evidence of life, such as beating of the heart,
pulsation of the umbilical cord, or definite movement of voluntary muscles, whether
or not the umbilical cord has been cut or the placenta is attached; each product of
such birth is considered liveborn.

MATERNAL MORTALITY/DEATH - is the death of 2 woman while pregnant or
within 42 days of termination of pregnancy, irrespective of the duration and the site
of the pregnancy, from any cause related to or aggravated by the pregnancy or its
management, but not from accidental or incidental causes.

MATERNAL MORTALITY RATE (MMR) - It measures the risk of dying from
causes related to pregnancy, childbirth and puerperium. It is an index of the
obstetrical care needed and received by the women in a COMMunIty,

NEONATAL DEATH —is the death among live births during the first 28 completed
days of life.

NEONATAL DEATH RATE (NDR} - Measures the risk of dying during the 1st

month of life. May serve as index of the effects of prenatal care and obstetrical
managentent on the newhorn.
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PLACE OF OCCURRENCE - refers to the place where the vital event took place.

PREVALENCE RATE (PR) - Mcasures the proportion of the population which
cxhibits a particular disease at a particular time. This can only be determined
following a survey of the population concerned. Deals with total (old and new)
numiber of cases.

PROPORTIONATEMORTALITY(PM)-Showsthe numericalrelationshipbetween
deaths from a cause (or groups of causes), age (or group of age) ete. and the total no.
of deaths from all causes in all ages taken together. Not a measure of risk of dying.

RATE - In Vital Statistics, a rate shows the relationship between a vital event and
those persons exposed to the occurrence of said event, within a given area and during
a specified unit of time. It is evident that the persons experiencing the event (the
numerator) must come from the total population exposed to the risk of same event
{(the denominator).

RATIO -1t is used to describe the relationship between two (2) numerical quantities
or measures of events without taking particular considerations fo the time or place.
These quantities need not necessarily represent the same entities, although the unit of
measure must be the same for both numerator and denominator of the ratio.

SPECIFIC DEATIH RATE - Describes more accurately the risk of exposure of
certain clagses or groups to particular diseases. To understand the forces of mortality,
the rates should be made specific provided the data are available for both the
population and the event in their specifications. Specific rates render more
comparable results and thus, reveal the problems of public health.

SPECIFIC RATE - The relationship is for a specific population class or group. It
limits the occurrence of the event to that portion of the population definitely exposed

o 1t.

USUAL RESIDENCE - refers to the place where the person habitually or
permanently resides.

INTRODUCTION

A. SOURCES OF DATA

1. Live Birth, Death and Fetal Death Statistics

Effective March 1973 a collaborative program was drawn with the
National Statistics Office (NSQ) whereby that Office shall provide basic
tabulation on births and deaths. Raw data on births, deaths and fctal deaths
were taken from the said Office. The basis of the registration of vital events
regarding births and deaths is based on Republic Act No. 3753 otherwise
known as the Civil Registry Law. By virtue of Commonwealth Act 591, the
Administrator of NSO will be the concurrently Civil Registrar-General with
all local civil registrars under his supervision. In the cities, the local civil
registrars are the officials designated in their respective city charters generally
the City Health Officers, while in regular mumnicipalities and municipal
districts, the local civil registrars are the municipal treasurers and municipal
district treasurcrs, respectively, Bach vital event is registered in the office of
the civil registrar of the locality where the event occurred and a copy of cach
document 1s sent to the Office of the Civil Registrar-General within the first
ten days of the succeeding month.

2. Notifiable Disease Statistics

Data on Notifiable Discases is based on information submitted by
different Rural Health Units (RHUs), City Health Offices (CHOs) or
Provincial Health Offices (PHOs) and Municipal Health Offices (MHOs) field
health persomnel. The Law on Reporting of Notifiable Diseases {Act 3573)
provides that any cases of Notifiable Diseases shall be reported immediately to
the nearest hcalth officer. All field health officers by means of established
reporting mechamsm (Memorandum Order No. 51-as. 1960) submit through
the PHOs and CHOs Health Officers, collective weekly morbidity reports
(W1i-a, Wi-b) to the National Epidemiotogy Center where such data received
arc then classified, compiled, analyzed and interpreted. The complete report is
presented in Field Health Service Information System (FHSIS) Annual Report.

3. Population Statistics

The 1995 Census-Based National, Regional and Provincial Population
Projection, Volume II and the 1995 Census-Based City/Municipal Population
Projections of the National Statistics Office (NSO) were used as the official
population estimates for the computation of the different indicators presented
i this report. It presented population projections at the national; regional,
provincial and city levels based on the population census conducted in 1995,



These were approved for adoption. as the official set of national,
regional, provincial and city population projection by the National Statistical
Coordination Board (NSCB) Executive Board under NSCB Resolution No.2
dated November 1998 and NSCB Resolution Nn 13 dated December 1999,
respectively.

B. CLASSIFICATION OF DATA

Classification of health statistics and population statistics must be made

according to the similarly defined system and tabulated in comparable groups in
order to make use of the principal value of both data. Thus, variables common to
both, i.e., geographic arca, age and sex have been similarly classified and
tabulated in this report,

Geographic Classification

Live births and data on notifiable diseases have been classified by

place of occurrence. First by region which is a geographical division created

as a result of the reorganization of the Department of Health (DOH), then, by
province and city which werc political divisions of the country. There are
sixleen {16} regions, seventy eight {(78) provinees and eighty (80) cities. The
National Capital Region (NCR} has seven (7) more municipalities distributed
to three (3) districts. There is no classification as to whether it is rural or urban
because of the lack of established criteria.

Mortality data were classified geographically either by place of usual
residence of the deceased or by place of occurrence of death. Usual residence
refers fo the place where the person habitually or permanently resides. Data on
deaths by place of usual residence of the deceased are used to prepare
population estimates and projections. Thése data include death that occurred in
the Philippines and the deceased were residents of other countries which fall
under classification “foreign countries”. On the other hand, classification of
deuaths by place of occurrence considered the actual place in the Philippines
where death occurred disregarding the usual residence of the deceased.

Age

There is no valid information with regard to the accuracy of age of a
reported morbid case. Regarding the registered deaths, the age of deceased is
fully determined by the date of birth. However, some-of the vital records arc
filled with the 'age not recorded or the data of birth not indicated. Thus,
misstatement of age on vital records may be assumed to some degree. The age
classification used in this report is consistent with those recommended for
international use by the World Health Organization.



3. Diseases and Causes of Death

Morbidity and Mortalily statistics published by the Department of
Health are classified and tabulated in accordance with the International
Classification of Diseases, Version 10 (ICD-10). The structure of the ICD-10
code is alphanumeric. The first character of the code is an alpha character, A
to Z except U, followed by 2, 3 or 4 numeric character. Some 3 character
categories are further subdivided into sub-categories to enable coding of a
disease or condition as specifically as possible.

4. Sex

Classification by sex is made in relation to other factors such as age,
nationality, date and place of occurrence. Thus, some tabulations presented in
this report may be considered as four-fold tables with sex as one of the
attributes of classifications.

C. ANALYSIS AND INTERPRETATION OF DATA

Vital statistics are cssential in planning, operating and evaiuating
programs on health, transport, agricultural production, employment, housing,
among others. They are very useful for a variety of administrative and
research  purposes. However, they cannot correctly be interpreted unless
pertinent qualifying factors are taken into consideration.

Some of the faclors limiting the use of statistical data emanate from
discrepancies in the original records or from the impracticability of tabulating
these data in very detailed items. While these defects do exist, nevertheless,
the valuc of these data for original purposcs is indispensable. The exact
evaluation of healtb statistics or the analysis of small differences necessitates
careful study of a variety of related elements. However, the major trends and
differences may not be altered materially by finer analysis.

1. Small Frequencies

The number of births and deaths reported for an area or community, or
{he number of ailments, represents complete counts of such events. Such
being the case, they are not subject to sampling errors although they are
subject lo errors in the registration process or reporting system. When data
is used for analytical purposes, as for example, the comparison of rate over
a time period or for different areas, the number of events that actuaily
occurred may be considered as one of a large series of possible results that
could have rise under the same circumstances. In accordance with certain
statistical assumptions, the probable range of values may be estimated
from the actual figures.
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Computation of Statistical Indices

In the computation of statistical indices for the Philippines and each
region, provinee and city, the standard formulae are used. Thus, the crude
birth and death rates are computed per 1,000 population; the infant,
neonatsl, maternal and fetal death rates per 1,600 live births; and the
specific diseases morbidity and mortality rates classified either by age, age
and sex are computed per 100,000 population.

Completeness of Registration and Notification

In the Philippines, although the law provides for a compulsory
registration of births, deaths and fetal deaths and the reperting of
Notifiable Discases (Act 3573) there are deficiencies in the observance of
the law due to a variety of factors. In the interpretation of these data,
caution must bc observed as the data were not adjusted for
underregistration or underreporting, Marked fluctuations in vital events
totals for some specific areas do not necessarily reflect differentials in
fertility or mortality level but rather could be indications of variations in
registration coverage. In the case of notifiable diseases, sources of data are
the RHUs and BHSs in the country, thus cases identified or confirmed in
hospitals and other private facilities are not included in the report,
Completeness in the reporting of Notifiable Diseases varies greatly by
disease and by area. In gereral and from all indications, reporting is
apparently imcomplete.

Population Bases

The official population estimates since 1931, as computed by NSO
using geometric method, are presented in this report. The bases for the
yearly population figures are the censuses of 1918, 1939, 1948, 1960,
1970, 1975, 1980, 1990 and 1995.

The population from 1996 to 1999 in this report were projected from
the 1995 census. The base population for the projections were generated
from the national, regional and provincial population data as obtained from
the 1995 census. To ascertain the accuracy of age reporting and the
completeness of enumeration, the results of the 1995 census were assessed
separately as well as jointly with other existing data.

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NATALITY STATISTICS

The National Statistics Office , specifically the Vital Statistics Division
provided the basic tabulation on number of registered live births, from these, rates were
computed and additional tables were presented. All birth statistics tabulated and
presented in this report arc bascd on information received by the Office of Civil
Registrar General from all Local Civil Registrars throughout the country. Birth
registration from the Local Civil Registrars are bascd on the place of delivery or where
the birth occurred. However, in this report, births were tabulated according to the usual
residence of mother. (Tables 5-10, 13). Thus, a classification of “Foreign Countries”
exists and which refers to mothers of foreign nationality who gave birth in the country.

A total of 1,766,440 live births were reported in 2000, This corresponds to a
crude birth rate (CBR) of 23.1 births per 1,000 population. The number of live births
registered and the computed CBR in a 51-year period from 1950 to 2000 is presented
in Table 4. The figures, however do not represent the actual number of babies born per
year because of underregistration.

At the start of a new millennium, a significant change in CBR can be noted.
From a continuous decrease of CBR from 1990-1999 (except in 1997), an increase of 7
percent happened mn 2000. This means, CBR is increased by 1.5 live births per 1000
population and 9.5 percent higher in number of live births as compared in 1999, An
average of 24.0 in CBR from 1990-2000 was recorded.

in 2000, the month of October had the most number of children born with
161,055 live births or 9.1 percent. This is only 0.1 percent higher than the month of
Scptember with 158, 456 live births or 9.0 percent. February is the month with the
least number of live births with 128,383 or 7.3 percent (Table 6).

Most of the mothers who gave birth in 2000 were residents of National Capital
Regron (NCR). Table 7 shows the number of live births per region and NCR has the
highest number of live birth with 17.2 percent, followed by Region 4 with 17 percent
and Region 3 with 11.3 percent. The region with the highest fertility rate is Region 7
{(11.15). NCR (9.66), Region 4 (10.17) and Region 3 {10.61) did not turn to have the
highest fertility rate despite high number of live births due to bigger population of
female age 15-49 years. The 2000 fertility rate of the country per 100 female
population 1s 9.03 in reference to the total population of women agel 5-49 which is 19,
571,169. The compuled increase in fertility rate from 1999 was 7 percent.

Majority of the babies born in 2000 were male, comprises 52 percent of the
total 1,766,440 live births, and 48 pereent were female. Live births sex ratio is 108
tnales for every 100 female babies born alive, Table 8 shows that across all regions ,
the number of male babies born alive is always higher than the number of female
babies born alive.
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Table 9 and Table 10 present frequency and percent distribution of live births
by attendance, respectively. Professional medical practitioners like doctors, nurses and
midwives attended 65.3 percent or 1,153,836 live births deliveries. But one third of the
registered live births were handled by unlicensed midwives. Six regions have more than
half (50%0 of their registered live births were attended by unlicensed midwives. These
are regions 5, 8, 9, 10, Caraga and ARMM.

Mothers belonging fo age group 20-24 vyears old had the most number of live
births delivered with 492,745 or 27.89 percent and is closely followed by mothers in
the age group 25-29 with 491,158 live births or 27.80 percent, a slight difference of less
than 0.1 percent. The least number of live births occurred to mothers under 15 years old
with 755 or 0.04% only (Table 11). The age groups with the least number of live births
recorded in 2000 are the same with that of recorded in 1999,

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MORBIDITY AND NOTIFIABLE DISEASES STATISTICS

The source of the Morbidity data presenied in this report is the Annual Form 2-
Notifisble Diseases of the Field Health Service Information System (FHSIS). It is an
annual consolidation of the weekly notifiable disease reports from Barangay Health
Stations (BHSs) and Rural Health Units (RHUs). The consolidation is done at the
provincial/city and regional levels. It is then submitted to the Natjonal Epidemiology
Center (NEC) for the national consolidation and analysis of the notifiable diseases or
morbidity report. The national report is then published as one of the components of the
FHSIS Annual Report.

The diseases included in the notifiable discase list were reported to the
Department of Health (DOF) by virtue of Republic Act 3573 or otherwise known as the
Law on Reporting of Communicable Diseases.

The notifiable disease report serves as a tool to determine the occurrence of
diseascs in the locality. Thus getting the trend of these diseases on a weekly basis can
indicate whether an upsurge of cases or an impending outbreak is present in a certain area
in the municipality. Early detection of the presence of an outbreak will guide the RHU
staff to conduct epidemiological investigation and thus identify the vulnerable population
and pinpoint the real etiology of the outbreak, the sources and the mode of spread of the
disease so that specific preventive and control measures can be instituted at an carly
stage. Any disease with a tendency to develop to epidemic proportions were also added to
the list of notifisble diseases.

The DOH mandates the reporting of the following diseases preferably within 72
hours of occurrence of the case: AIDS/HIV Infection, Bronchitis, Cholera, Chickenpox,
Dengue FH-Fever, Diarrheas, Diphtheria, Discases of the Heart, Filariasis, Viral Hepatitis,
Influenza, Leprosy, Malaria, Malignant Neoplasms, Measles, Pneumonias, Poliomyelitis,
Schistosomiasis, Syphilis, Gonorrhea, Tetanus Neonatorum, Non-Neonatal Tetanus,
Typhoid and Paratyphoid, TB Respiratory, TB Meningitis, TB other forms, Whooping
Cough, Hypertension, Rabies, Meningitis, Leptospirosis, Poisoning, Meningococcemia,
and other discases with unusual occurrence.

Table 14 presents the 2000 ten (10) leading causes of morbidity, Diarrhea still
tops the list with a total of 866,411 cases or a rate of 1134.8 per 100,000 population.
Bronchitis (700,105, 917), Pneumonia (632.930; 829), Influenza (502,718; 658.5),
Hypertension (279,992; 366.7) and TB Respiratory (126,489; 165 7y remain in the second
to the sixth ranks respectively in the list of the most common illnesses as compared to last
year’s list of leading morbidity. Followed by Discases of the Heart {52,957, 69.4) and
Malaria (50,869; 66.6) which exchanged ranks from eight and seventh, now seventh and
cight respectively. Chickenpox (35,306; 46.2) remains on the ninth and Measles (23,287,
30.5) on the tenth, :
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The 2000 report of notifiable diseases (Tables 15 and 16) show a large variations
in morbidity rates by type of morbid conditions among regions. Diarrhea is the leading
cause of morbidity in seven regions (NCR, CAR, 3, 4, 5, 7 and ARMM); Influenza in
four regions (2, 9, 10 and 12); Bronchitis in three regions (1, 6, and Caraga) and
Pneumonia in two regions (8 and 11). These diseases also usually occupy the first four
ranks in the list of ten leading causes of morbidity across all regions.

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MORTALITY STATISTICS

Mortality statistics provide important information on the health status of the
people that may prevent early and perhaps necdless deaths. Mortalily statistics reveal
pattern of the causes of death in the community, which are indications of the most
life-threatening diseases prevalent in the living population. It indicates population’s
vulnerability to certain illnesses and signals government priorities in terms of health
information and service provision. Moreover, it is essential in all countries, as they
supply basic mformation for planning appropriate preventive measures, stimulating
medical research, and highlighting topics of relevance in health education of the
public.

The 2000 PHS presents different indicators on mortality such as Crude Death
Rate (CDR), Infant Mortality Rate (IMR), Maternal Mortality Rate (MMR), Age-
Specific Death Rate (ASDR) and percentage of death by leading cause. The CDR
and deaths by leading causce includes deaths occurring in the entire population
regardless of age. ASDR indicates rates of death at different ages or the relative
exposure of population of subgroups to the risk of dying. IMR consider death to the
most tender age, age less than one year old, when infants have not fully developed
their inmunily to certain discases. MMR is an important indicator of women’s health
before and during childbirth,

Data used for the computation of these rales came from the vital registration
records and the population was a projection from the 1995 census. Estimates should
also be subjected to close scrutiny due to underreporting.

In addition to these indicators, special tables for child mortality are also
presented. The tables feature the ten leading causes of death of children from three
age-groups, 1-4, 5-9 and 10-14. These are intended for stakcholders who may
consider population of age 1-14 as age of children. This report also includes tables
for fetal deaths and late [etal deaths in addition and for further analysis of the fetal
deaths.

GENERAL MORTALITY

In 2000, the Philippines has a crude death rate of 4.8 or a total 366,931 deaths
[rom all causes and all ages. This is 2.1 percent and 5.4 percent increase in number
and rale respectively. The CDR is a 57.1 percent decrease in rate in a 51-year period
from 1950 to 1999, (Table 4)

Among sixteen (16) regions, six (6) regions have death rates higher than the
national CDR (4.8). These are regions NCR (6.1), 1 (6.4), 3 (5.3), 5(5.2), 6 {5.6), and
7 (5.3). Only region 4 has equal CDR with the national CDR and the rest [all below it
(Table 3

The NCR  has the highest percent share of deaths from the total number of
deaths which 1s 17.3 percent. Followed by region 4 with 14.9 percent and region 3
with 11 percent. The least number of deaths was recorded in ARMM, only 0.4
percent. (Table 19)
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Across all age groups, male deaths are generally higher than female deaths.
Death rate among male is 5.7 and among female is 3.9, The computed difference in
rate is 1.8 which also means that death rates of male is 46 percent higher than female.

Death rates are high in nfants and elderly. Citizens that fall in age group 70
years and over has the highest death rate of 68.4 and has the lighest number of death,
comprises 33.9 percent of total deaths. The least number of deaths are those in age
group 10-14 with 1.3 percent only.

It can also be noted that starting from age 10, age is directly proportional (o
the number of deaths. As age increases the number of deaths for both sexes also
mereases. This imply that as the person gets older, the higher is the risk of dying.
(Table 18)

Across all regions, male deaths predominate female deaths. The number of
male and female deaths are 60 percent and 40 percent, respectively, of the total
number of deaths in the country for the year 2000, These imply that for every three
(3) male deaths there correspond two (2) female deaths. The computed sex death ratio
1s 145 males for every 100 females.

In general, the 2000 mortality stalistics show that everywhere in the
Philippines and in any age, more males are dying than female, which also imply that
the risk of dying among male is higher than female.

Table 21 presents the ten leading causes of mortality in 2000. Diseases of the
Heart still tops the list accounting for 16.5 percent of total deaths, followed by
Diseases of the Vascular System (13.2 %); Malignant Neoplasm (9.9%); Pneumonia
{8.9%);, Accidents {8.8%); Tuberculosis, all forms (7.5%); Chronic obstructive
pulmonary discase and allied conditions (4.3&); Certain conditions originating in the
permatal period (4.1%); Diabetes mellitus (2.9%); Nephrilis, nephritic syndrome and
nephrosis (2.2%). The ten leading killer discases in 2000 are all the same with that of
in 1999 with respect to types and ranks.

Majority of deaths from nine of these ten killer diseases were not attended by a
physician or medically trained personnel, any time during his illness or injuries which
is a direct cause of death. Only deaths from Certain Conditions Qriginating in the
Perinatal Period have attended by medical doctor or allied health officer by at least
64.9 percent of its deaths. (Table 22)

It 1s inleresting to note that in the Philippines, across all regions, only 35.6
percent of the total deaths were attended or were given medical care at any point in
time during the course of the illness which directly caused death. This means that at
least 6 out of 10 persons died were not given medical care. Only in NCR where more
deaths (54.7%) were attended than not attended (45.3%). It s however expected
because of availability of hospitals and/or health facilities, in both public and private.
{Table 23).
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Mortality in this report was further lumped down into 17 Cause-Groups. The
group of Diseases of the Circulatory System has the highest pereent sharc among 17
groups with 29.6 percent followed by Diseases of the Respiratory System with 14
percent and Infective and Parasitic Diseases with 11.8 percent. These top three cause
groups include discases which were identified as the ten lcading killer diseascs.
(Table 26)

The 17 Cause- Groups was further trimmed down into three bigger groups
namely, Communicable Diseases, Malignant Neoplasm and Diseases of the Heart,
Among the three, Communicable Discases still has the highest rate of 102.6 deaths
per 100,000 population. The rate is 29.7 percent higher than Diseases of the Heart and
115 percent higher than Malignant Neoplasm. In general, if we consider all discases
causing death, more people die of communicable diseases like TB, Cholera, Measles,
Dengue ete. (Table 27)

INFANT MORTALITY

Table 4 and Figure 5 show rates and trends of infant deaths in a Sl-year
period. Infant mortality rates continue to decline from 101.6 in 1950 to 15.7 in 2000,
although, it can be noted also that in some years between 1950 to 2000, infant
mortality rates tend to increase by at least 0.3 and at most 10 in every 1000 livebirths.

Ameong regions, infant mortality rate is lowest in ARMM with 6.2 deaths per
1000 Tive births and highest in NCR with 23.5. Out of sixteen (16) regions, eleven
(11) regions fall below the national infant mortality rate (15.7) and five regions have
higher mortality rates than the national rate. (Table 5 and Table 31)

Pneumonia (13.8%); Bacterial sepsis of newborn (12.6%); and Disorders
related to short gestation and low birth weight not elsewhere classified (10.2%) are
the top three leading causes of infant mortality. In 1999, Pneumonia was first in the
list. However, its percent share from total infant death is Jower than last vear. From
14.8 percent and second in rank, now, 13.8 percent only but first in rank. This means
that, compare to all causes of death from all ages, infant deaths are now relatively low
in number, (Table 30)

Table 3] shows that across all regions, infant mortality is generally higher for
males than females. Male infant death is 59 percent of the total 27,714 infant deaths in |
2000, In every seven (7) male inlant deaths, there correspond five (5) femalc infant
deaths. This is equal to a ratio of male to female infant deaths of 142 malc infant
deaths per 100 female infant deaths.

More than half (§7.0%) or 15,802 infant deaths of the total 27,714 infant
deaths are neonate or under 28 days. Of these, 79 percent or 12,497 are. less than one
week old babies (Table 29). The table also shows a difference of 2.2 in rate of under
28 days old compare to 28 days to under 1 year infant.
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MATERNAL MORTALITY

Maternal deaths reported in 2000 is 1,698 and a rate of 1.0 per 1000 livebirths.
The present number of cases is 25 percent higher than in 1999 and the rate is also
higher by 0.2. Main causes of maternal deaths remain the same with Other
Complications Related to Pregnancy Occurring in the Course of Labor, Delivery and
Puerperium still topping the list with 45.3 percent. This is 18 percent higher than the
previous year. {Table 32)

Maternal mortality rate is highest in regions 5 and 8 with 1.6 deaths per 1000
livebirths and lowest in NCR with 0.5. In 2000, 8 out of 16 regions (regions 5, 7, 8, 9,
10, 11, ARMM and Caraga) have MMR higher than the national maternal mortality
rate of 1.0. Two regions (2 and 6) have equal rates and six regions (NCR, CAR, 1, 3,
4, and 12) fall below the national rate. {Table 33)

Table 33 concludes that the older the pregnant woman or mother, the higher is
the risk of maternal death. Starting from women in the age-group 35-39 years, there is
a continuous increase in MMR. Women of age 50 and over were recorded to have an
MMR of 9.2.

In 2000, there is no maternal death reported in women or mothers in age under
15 vears old, despite the registered 755 live births born of women under 15 years old.

FETAIL DEATHS

The number of fetal deaths registered in 2000 are 10,360 and a rate of 5.9 per
1000 livebirths. The number of fetal death is higher by five percent but the computed
rate is lower by 3 percent. The fetal death rate has gone down to al least 6.1 deaths per
1000 livebirths from 1957 to 2000. This is equivalent to a 50.8 percent decrease in
fetal death rate. {Table 4)

Mothers of seven out of ten fefal deaths in 2000 were medically atiended at the
time of fetus separation from the mother’s womb. Table 34 shows that almost 71
percent of all fetal deaths were attended by a medical doctor or allied health
professional which includes licensed midwife. However, a higher percentage of fetal
deaths were attended by unlicensed midwife (17.2%) which is 6.9 percent higher than
those attended by licensed mudwife (10.3%).

Table 35 shows that 14 percent of the total fetal deaths weigh 2500 to 2999
grams. This is the highest among the ten birth weight groups of fetal deaths. The
towest occurred 1o fetus with weight of 5000 grams and over.
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Mothers who belong to 25-29 years old age bracket have the highest number
of fetal deaths registered. The group comprises 23.5 percent of the tolal 10,360 fetal
deaths , followed by age 20-24 (22.4%) and 30-34 (20.6%). In 2000, incidence of
fetal death is high to older mothers, mothers with age 40-44 years old, the rate was
computed at 9.1 deaths per 1000 livebirths. This is in contrary with last year’s age
mothers with highest fetal death rate whiclh were mothers of age less than 15 years
old. {Table 30)

Data also shows that 2,842 or 27.4 percent of the total fetal deaths, occurred to
mothers having their first pregnancy and/or first delivery. (Table 36).

LATE FETAL DEATH

There are 5,127 late fetal deaths registered in 2000 and the rate is 2.9 fetal
deaths per 1000 livebirths. The number of late fetal deaths (5,127) are almost half of
the number of fetal deaths (10,360), which means that for every one late fetal death,
there are two fetal deaths. Compare to 1999, the rates are the same but the number is
higher by 425 deaths or a nine percent increase in number. Highest number of late
fetal death occurred to mothers with age 25-29 years old with 1,1236 late fetal deaths
and incidence of late fetal death is high at a woman’s eight and over pregnancy with
4.8 deaths per 1000 livebirths of respective birth order. (Table 37)

CHIL.B MORTALITY

Table 38 presents the ten leading causes of child mortality by three age-groups
and by sex. The age-groups considered in this report are 1-4; 5-9 and 10-14.
Pneumonia tops the list in age-group 1-4 years old, while, for age-groups 5-9 and 10-
14; Accident is the most common cause of death.

It can be noted that most of the leading diseases causing death in onc age-

group are also the leading causes of death to the other two age-groups, they only
differ in ranks.

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MORBIDITY AND NOTIFIABLE DISEASES STATISTICS

The source of the Morbidity data presented in this report is the Annual Form 2-
Notifiable Diseases of the Ficld Health Service Information System (FHSIS). It is an
annual consolidation of the weekly notifiable disease reports from Barangay Health
Stations {BHSs) and Rural Health Units (RHUs). The consolidation is done at the
provincial/city and regional levels. It is then submitied to the National Epidemiology
Center (NEC) for the national consolidation and analysis of the notifiable diseases or
morbidity report. The national report is then published as one of the components of the
EHSIS Annual Report.

The discases included in the notifiable discase list were reported to the
Department of Health (IDOH) by virtue of Republic Act 3573 or otherwise known as the
Law on Reporting of Communicable Diseases.

The notifiable disease report serves as a tool to determine the occurrence of
diseases in the locality. Thus getting the trend of these discases on a weekly basis can
indicate whether an upsurge of cases or an impending outbreak is present in a certain area
in the municipality. Early detection of the presence of an outbreak will guide the RHU
staff to conduct epidemiological investigation and thus identify the vulnerable population
and pinpoint the real etiology of the outbreak, the sources and the mode of spread of the

disease so that specific Pfevemive and control measures can be instituted at an earlr
