I.  Trends in the Philippines

A total of 133,836 Influenza-like lliness cases were reported nationwide from January 1 to December 31, 2018 for Morbidity

Weeks 1to 52 (Figure 1). This is 15% lower compared to the same time period last year (N=156,601).
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Il. Geographic Distribution of Cases

Most of the Influenza-like lliness (ILI) cases reported were from CARAGA
(30,471, 23%), Region 4A (17,220, 13%) and Region 1 (12,524, 9%).
There were 19 reported deaths with a Case-Fatality Ratio (CFR) of less
than 1% (Table 1).

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lll. Profile of Cases

A. Age Group and Sex

Among the 133,836 Influenza-like lliness cases, there were 67,177 (50%) males and 66,659 (50%) females. Age ranges
from less than 1 month to 99 years (median: 6 years). Most of those affected belong to the 1 to 4 years (40,037 30%)
(Figure 2).

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B. Laboratory Status and Case Classification

Out of the 133,836 Influenza- like lliness cases, there were 7,605 (6%) tested cases. There were 44 (0.58%) laboratory-confirmed
Influenza cases. Among the 44 confirmed influenza cases, influenza B was the most common isolated pathogen (21, 48%)(Figure
3).
