Meningococcal disease (Confirmed) A suspected or probable case as defined above plus: isolation of N. meningitidis

. Trends in the Philippines

A total of 25 Meningococcal cases were reported nationwide from January 1 to January 26, 2019 for Morbidity Weeks 1 to 4
(Figure 1). This is 47% lower compared to the same time period last year (N=17).
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Il. Geographic Distribution of Cases
Most of the Meningococcal disease cases reported were from NCR
(8,32%), Region IX (4416%) and Region XlI (3,642%). There were
14 reported deaths among the reported Meningoccoal disease
cases.(Table 1).

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lll. Profile of Case
A. Age Group and Sex

Among the 25 Meningococcal disease cases, there were 16 (64%) males and 9 (36%) females. Age ranges from 2
months to 57 years (median: 5 years). Most of those affected belong to the <1 year (7, 28%) (Figure 2).

IV. Profile of the Reported Deaths.

The ages of the 14 reported deaths ranged from 3 months to 84 years old (median age of 50 years) . Most of the reported deaths

are Males (8, 57%).
